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FOREIGN TRADE OF UKRAINE
IN THE CONTEXT OF THE COMMON
TRANSIT PROCEDURE

The realities of wartime have a significant
impact on the volume of the country’s turnover and
the activity of Ukrainian enterprises, primarily
exporters. The structure of Ukraine's foreign trade
has undergone significant changes due to Ukraine's
accession to the joint transit procedure. The terms of
common transit should become a kind of impetus for
Ukrainian entrepreneurs, in particular exporters, to
expand sales markets. However, in order for all
subjects of foreign economic activity to take full
advantage of such benefits, they need to go through
certain procedures and provide appropriate guaran-
tees. The aim of the article is to highlight the changes
and peculiarities of Ukraine’s foreign trade in the
context of the introduction of the joint transit
procedure, as well as generalize the principles and
criteria regarding the conditions and provision of
guarantees by Ukrainian subjects of foreign econo-
mic activity in the conditions of visa-free customs.
To achieve the goal, the methods of statistical

were used. Transit transportation of goods under
customs control is carried out according to a single
transit document from the exporter's country to the
importer’s country under the provision of single
guarantee, which is valid in the territory of all parti-
cipating countries through which the goods pass
from the supplier to the buyer. This will make it
possible to reduce the cost of customs procedures
and the time for their execution, the consequence
should be a reduction in queues at the border, and
therefore a faster response of foreign economic
entities to the market needs. However, the guarantee
should be provided in euros, and the risks of changes
in the hryvnia exchange rate against the euro, the
percentage of inflation, etc. will be included in the
value of the guarantee. Domestic exporters currently
have open prospects, which facilitate access to the
markets of the European Union countries due to
Ukraine’s accession to the Convention on the Common
Transit Procedure. Fulfilment of the necessary
conditions is, first of all, a rather complex procedure,
but the implementation of all requirements and the
provision of appropriate guarantees should signifi-
cantly simplify access to foreign markets, especially
the countries, which are parties to the Convention,
and increase the competitiveness of Ukrainian goods,
which will have a positive impact on the general
state of Ukraine’s foreign trade. Thus, highlighting
the changes, features and prospects for the develop-
ment of Ukraine’s foreign trade in the context of
introducing a joint transit procedure becomes relevant.

Foreign trade is one of the main factors of the
country’s development, which directly affects its
main economic indicators. In the conditions of
instability, which are associated with the full-scale
invasion of Ukraine by russia, the introduction
of martial law, the blocking of the sea and other
negative factors, it is important to look for alterna-
tive ways of exporting, using all possible types of
transport and logistics supply chains. The problem
of exporting products of the agro-industrial complex
is gaining special relevance, since Ukraine was the
world leader in exporting this type of goods before
the full-scale invasion. The blockade of Ukrainian
ports and the conditions of martial law have led to
a sharp increase in world prices for agricultural
goods, a decrease in purchasing power and a global
crisis that poses a threat to food security in the
world. The purpose of this article is to define and
generalize alternative logistics routes for the imple-
mentation of Ukrainian exports in the conditions of
martial law by studying changes in its commodity

According to the results of the analysis of the
commodity structure of exports and changes in
the composition of the main importers of Ukrainian
goods it was found that currently the products of the
agro-industrial complex are its basis. As a result of
the action of the Black Sea Grain Initiative, the main
amount of agricultural goods was exported through
Ukrainian ports, and its termination poses a threat
to foreign trade. New logistics routes using the
capacity of all possible types of transport can become
alternative options for the export of Ukrainian grain.
The search for new logistics routes with the possibi-
lity of using railway, road, ferry and sea modes of
transport will make it possible to reach the necessa-
ry volumes of exports of goods of the agro-industrial
complex and reduce the risks that have formed in
conditions of instability. The development of inter-
modal transportation is the most alternative option
from the point of view of logistics, and the use and
combination of the advantages of land and water
types of transport will contribute to the optimization
of the logistical ways of the realization of Ukrainian
exports.

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EXPORT POTENTIAL
OF THE IT INDUSTRY OF UKRAINE

In the conditions of the rapid boom of digiti-
zation of various spheres of the economy and society
in the world, it is important to investigate the level
of export potential of IT enterprises in Ukraine. The
main hypotheses of the study are: stagnation of growth
or decrease in exports and foreign currency receipts
of IT services, outflow of IT business and specialists
abroad, Ukraine’s specialization in outsourcing the
creation of IT products. The purpose of the study is
to identify directions for the development of the
export potential of the IT industry of Ukraine. The
volume of foreign exchange earnings from the export
of IT services, the level of employment of IT specialists,
the profile of IT companies, their regional and industry
structure, the number of employees, and the investment
portfolio of domestic IT companies were determined.
The methods of comparison, statistical analysis, syste-
matic approach, methods of analysis and synthesis
were used to identify the characteristic features, trends,
problems and prospects of digital transformation in
Ukraine. The continuation of digitalization processes in
Ukraine was considered; foreign exchange earnings
from the export of IT services and employment in the
digital industry as a whole remain at pre-invasion
levels; concentration of IT business in Kyiv and western
Ukraine; specialization in outsourcing rather than pro-
duction of own IT products; migration abroad of startups
and IT specialists; the investment portfolio is diverse
and generally corresponds to the practice of other
countries, e-governance of Ukraine has made significant
progress and occupies a proper place among the EU
countries, which creates the need to intensify digitali-
zation to solve economic, social and military issues.

century has made it possible to determine that
the armed conflict is changing according to the
following dimensions: subject, forms, means, place,
and consequences. The experience of countries (Croatia,
Bosnia and Herzegovina, South Korea) that got
into a situation similar to the Russian invasion on
February 24, 2022, which had annexed territories,
was analysed; in particular the ways of recovery after
military destruction, economic reconstruction and
achieving economic independence from foreign capital
infusions. In the course of the study, the main direc-
tions that should be implemented in the process of
further development of Ukraine’s economy were
determined: the formation of a stable political envi-
ronment and strong institutions capable of ensuring
the rule of law, protection of property rights, and
the execution of contracts; changing the system of
ensuring the national security of the state due to the
development of the military-industrial complex and
strengthening of national identity in society; training
of an educated and qualified workforce, in particular
through the development of the system of private
educational institutions, attraction of investments in
scientific research to stimulate innovation and the
development of new technologies; formation of a
favourable business environment that encourages
entrepreneurship, innovation and investment; transition
from the predominant export of raw materials to
the export of finished products.

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The brutal and inexplicable military aggres-
sion of Russia against Ukraine has caused the
disruption of macroeconomic stability in our country.
The war has led to immense human casualties and
the loss of means of livelihood, placing a heavy burden
on the economy and forcing millions of people to
leave their homes. The longer the armed conflict is
persisting, the more severe the consequences are
becoming, not only for Ukraine but also for its
partners, with the European Union being a key one.
The functioning of the economy during wartime
exacerbates the question of ensuring its resilience.
The aim of this article is to identify macroeconomic
shocks in the context of war, analyse the level of
economic resilience in the EU and Ukraine, and
justify directions for supporting the Ukrainian eco-
nomy. General scientific methods were used, including
theoretical generalization, comparative systemic analysis,
systematization, statistical analysis, grouping, and

scientific abstraction. In this research, the properties
of economic resilience are described, specifically its
capacity to avoid, withstand, and recover from the
impact of shocks. Existing macroeconomic shocks of
the war are identified, which have determined the
trajectory of economic development for both Ukraine
and the EU and influenced the level of resilience in
their economies. Using approaches from the European
Commission and the international company FM
Global, the current level of economic resilience in
the EU and Ukraine was determined. The war exhausts
the resources of the national economy, making Ukraine
incapable of independently and sufficiently mobilizing
financial resources to counteract shock impacts.
Conversely, the EU possesses significant resources,
allowing it not only to maintain a sufficient level
of economic resilience but also to assist Ukraine.
Financial assistance from the EU remains a key
source of ensuring the resilience of Ukraine’s eco-
nomy, enabling the implementation of measures to
counter the current crisis and the shock impacts
associated with it.

The rapid dynamics of modern life give rise to new challenges,
intensify methodological searches, and shape new paradigms for
researching economic processes. Among the numerous issues, the problem
of ensuring the resilience of contemporary economic systems stands out.
Resilience is not only a security concept; it also manifests itself in the
economic realm. The ability to maintain economic resilience depends on
a country’s resource and financial capabilities to withstand shock impacts
and recover from them. In the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war, stu-
dying aspects of resilience becomes particularly relevant, as this period serves
as a stress test for the national economy’s resilience to shock impacts.

The war in Ukraine has also affected the economic development of
the European Union (EU), which had to respond to new crises such as:
security, humanitarian, energy-related, and inflationary. Despite this, the
EU remains one of Ukraine’s major financial donors during the war and its
primary trading partner. Researching the issues of economic resilience for
both the EU and Ukraine will allow the identification of a range of shock
impacts arising from Russian aggression and determine the prospects for
our country’s economic recovery.

The problem of ensuring the resilience of economic systems is actively
studied by Ukrainian and foreign researchers, as well as economic practi-
tioners. Boiko A. states that compensatory measures play a key role in ensuring
economic resilience to shock effects, which can be categorized into fiscal,
macroprudential, microprudential, and monetary policies (Boiko et al., 2022).
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The publication by Bruneckiene J. (Bruneckiene, 2019) is dedicated
to the study of the resilience of socio-economic systems to economic shock
impacts. The researcher notes that the influence of economic shocks on the
development of socio-economic systems can be twofold: either negative
(causing harm to the economy) or positive (economic disruptions can create
new opportunities for the development of the socio-economic system).

Adaptation of the economy to macroeconomic shocks is determined
by effective and rational management of resources in the country states
Lagutin V. In the process of managing resources, the government must take
into account the key institutional conditions that contribute to ensuring the
resilience of the economy. That include protection of property rights,
increasing the financial power of the insurance market, fighting corruption,
and supporting economic activity (Lagutin et al., 2020).

The European Commission (Economic resilience in EMU, 2017)
researches directions for ensuring economic resilience. Among the key
directions, it includes: maintaining employment levels, ensuring financial
resilience, supporting regional policies to reduce disparities in the
development of depressed regions, and providing financial assistance to
countries facing budgetary challenges.

The research on sectoral aspects of economic resilience was
conducted by us previously (Lebedeva, 2019). Estimation of the resilience
level of industry to external and internal shocks was made using such
indicators as: ability of industry to self balance, labour productivity, labour
intensity, profit ability of operational activity, level of technological support
of industry.

The interrelation between industrial network characteristics and
economic resilience is also demonstrated by Wenqi Duan (Wenqi, 2022).
The study revealed that industrial network characteristics can enhance
resilience and circumvent economic collapse. Namely, upsurges in FDI and
the degree of interaction strength can enhance economic resilience as well
as exchange rate volatility can impede industrial growth and suppress
system resilience.

The relationship between employment protection and economic
resilience has been studied by Nadav Ben Zeev (Zeev, 2022). The study
shows that strict firing restrictions are associated with a weaker initial
response of the labour market, which is followed by a stronger and more
persistent decline in real output as well as a slower return of real activity to
pre-shock levels.

The dependency between digitalization in finance and economic
resilience is demonstrated by Yanan Du (Du, 2023). The study shows that
improving the level of digital inclusive finance has a positive impact on
economic resilience, which mainly stems from the deepening of the
coverage breadth and use depth of digital inclusive finance and gradually
increases over time. The better the financial market environment and
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business environment are, the stronger the role of digital inclusion finance
in promoting economic resilience.

Therefore, in the economic literature, aspects of resilience have been
analysed extensively and thoroughly. However, the analysis of the shock
impacts of war and associated threats still lacks sufficient attention,
especially with regard to assessing their influence on the economic
resilience of both EU countries and Ukraine.

The research aims to identify macroeconomic shocks in the context
of war, analyse the level of economic resilience of the EU and Ukraine, and
to substantiate the directions of support for the Ukrainian economy. The
research employed methods of theoretical synthesis and comparison to
elucidate the concept of economic resilience. System analysis was utilized
to identify key macroeconomic shocks arising from the Russian-Ukrainian
war. Statistical analysis and grouping methods were used to analyse the
resilience levels of the EU and Ukrainian economies. The method of
scientific abstraction was applied in drawing conclusions from the
conducted research.

The article’s structure is as follows: it begins with an examination of
the concept of economic resilience, approaches to its definition, and its core
components. The next sections analyse the primary macroeconomic shocks
resulting from the war, both for the EU economies and Ukraine.
Subsequently, the article delves into the analysis of the economic resilience
of the EU and Ukraine based on statistical data. Finally, directions for
ensuring the resilience of the Ukrainian economy during and after the war
are highlighted.

1. Concept of Economic Resilience

The study and exploration of the concept of resilience in economics
began in the early 20th century. In 1997, economics professor Michael
Retch defined resilience as the structure of connections between macro-
economic variables that persist over a certain period of time, with this
structure being influenced by economic, political, social, and institutional
factors (Retch, 1997). In 2008, in order to provide a quantitative assessment
of resilience, it was defined as the ability of an economy that has
experienced a shock to return to its previous level or rate of production and
employment growth.

Starting from 2009, the concept of resilience encompassed not only
an economy’s ability to return to its previous level of development after
a shock impact but also its capacity to avoid or withstand such an impact
altogether. It was at this time that the role of policy in strengthening
resilience began to be studied, as it can mitigate risks and consequences of
financial and economic crises (Briguglio, 2009).

There exists a diverse range of approaches to defining the concept of
"economic resilience" in scientific literature. However, up to the present
time, there hasn’t been a unified theory that comprehensively addresses the
manifestations of economic resilience. Effective functioning and deve-
lopment of the economy are primarily ensured by high-quality state
governance decisions. In practice, issues related to ensuring economic
resilience are addressed by both government authorities and international
organizations, each of which has its own approaches to understanding the
concept of economic resilience (7able 1).

The analysis of the approaches mentioned above shows that, in
a general sense, economic resilience is most often considered from the
standpoint of the economy’s resistance to changes in its internal and
external environment and the preservation of its parameters. In our view,
economic resilience is not simply about preserving its properties and parameters,
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but about their stable development. The level of economic resilience depends on
the extent to which it can overcome adverse shock impacts.

Therefore, based on the analysis of approaches to understanding the
concept of economic resilience and considering the essential characteristics
of the economy, it is appropriate to view economic resilience as a property
of an economic system to avoid, withstand, and recover from the effects of
internal and external shock impacts while maintaining its parameters,
properties, and functions.

2. Macroeconomic Shocks of War

The resilience of an economy is influenced by shock impacts, which
have significant characteristics: firstly, an extraordinary stimulus manifested
by sudden changes in economic conditions that lead to fluctuations in
the dynamics of one or multiple economic indicators; secondly, these impacts
should induce destabilization in the development of a specific economic
object (enterprise, market, individual region, sector, or the entire economic
system) (Shynkorenko, 2010, p. 45).

Economic resilience in the context of war is a complex and
multifaceted issue. War always has a profound impact on a country’s economy,
destabilizing processes in production, consumption, employment, and other
spheres. Destabilizing factors influencing economic resilience in times
of war include:

Reduction in production levels: military actions lead to the halt or
restriction of production due to infrastructure destruction, unstable raw
material supplies, high risks to the workforce, etc., all of which contribute to
a decrease in the country’s GDP.

Changes in expenditures: the state is compelled to allocate significant
resources for military needs, such as weapons, ammunition, military infrast-
ructure, and support for servicemen, which reduces spending in other sectors.

Alterations in external economic relations: war leads to limited
external trade due to blockades, sanctions, and loss of markets. This directly
impacts export-import operations and currency exchange.

Decline in investments: war creates uncertainty and risk, resulting in
reduced investments from both domestic and foreign investors. Investment
decreases due to the uncertain political and economic situation.

Inflation: ongoing funding for military operations can increase
the money supply in circulation, potentially leading to inflation.

Changes in employment: in a war environment, a significant number
of people lose their jobs due to enterprise destruction and evacuation from
combat zones.

Social and psychological aspects: military actions influence the
psychology of the population, leading to reduced consumer activity, increased
stress, anxiety, and other health-related issues. This can negatively impact
the overall state of the economy.

The Commodity Shock is one of the fundamental shocks, as with the
onset of full-scale military actions in Ukraine in the spring of 2022, the
planting campaign was under threat, and also due to the lack of access to
ports for the export of agricultural products, the average food price in 2022
increased by 14 % compared to 2021. The FAO Food Price Index averaged
143.7 points in 2022, that is all times high indicator. The FAO Food Price
Index increased for the first time in three months to 123.9 in July 2023 from
an upwardly revised 122.4 in June which was the lowest since April 2021
(Trading economics, 2023) that is the result of instabilities in the markets
due to the halt of the Black Sea Grain Initiative in July of 2023.

War triggers an increase in prices for goods and fuel worldwide. In
response to the commodity shock, the USA and Europe raise interest rates
to curb inflation. Consequently, loans become more expensive for
developing countries that accumulated debts during the COVID-19 pandemic.

The Economic Shock entails a decrease in consumer demand due to
the aftermath of the COVID-19 crisis and high inflation. This leads
to reduced trade volumes and overall GDP both in the EU and Ukraine.
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The Migration Shock involves labour force losses in Ukraine due to
significant population migration. Various estimates suggest that around
7 million Ukrainians are currently abroad. According to the Center for
Economic Strategy, post-war migration may result in 860 thousand to
2.7 million Ukrainian refugees abroad, potentially causing a GDP drop in
Ukraine ranging from 2.55 % to 7.71 % annually (Vyshlinsky et al., 2023).
The European Union could potentially boost its GDP by effectively
integrating migrants into its economy. Furthermore, the migration crisis
threatens a demographic crisis that has worsened due to declining birth rates
in Ukraine. In the first half of 2023, Ukraine’s birth rate decreased by 28 %
compared to the corresponding period of pre-war 2021, marking the most
significant birth rate crisis during the period of independence (Birth Rate in
Ukraine, 2023).

Balance of Payments Shock involves the outflow of investments and
capital from Ukraine, including both businesses and individuals transferring
funds abroad. According to the data from the National Bank of Ukraine, the
outflow of currency was associated with this shock, leading the National
Bank to utilize over USD 28 billion from its gold and currency reserves in
2022, which was largely equivalent to the financial assistance provided by
international partners (National Bank of Ukraine, 2023).

Fiscal Shock entails a reduction in tax revenues to the budget due to
decreased business activity on one hand, and increased government expendi-
tures for military and social payments on the other. Defence spending during
the first five months of 2023 amounted to UAH 745 billion, accounting
for 56 % of total expenditures, with UAH 174 billion allocated for law
enforcement and security (Ukraine War Economy Tracker, 2023). In this
context, the support of the EU, USA, and other partners is crucial to
maintain the functioning of Ukraine’s economy.

Devaluation Shock involves the depreciation of the hryvnia against
major international currencies. In 2022, the hryvnia depreciated by 34 %
against the dollar, resulting in a significant contraction of Ukraine’s GDP
by 29.2 % and an inflation rate increase of 26.6 % in 2022 (Website of
"Minfin Media" LLC, 2023).

Infrastructure Shock refers to the destruction of critical infrastructure
in Ukraine. Since the beginning of the full-scale invasion, Russian forces
have targeted critical infrastructure such as airports, railways, oil depots,
bridges, dams, and power plants. According to Yasno company data, by the
end of February 2023, Ukraine experienced more than 250 attacks on
energy infrastructure facilities, with estimated damages reaching
USD 6.8 billion (Official Yasno website, 2023).

Energy Shock involves the rise in prices for key energy resources in
the EU due to the cessation of their purchase (gas, coal, oil, and petroleum
products) from russia. This led to price increases, subsequently driving
the inflation rate to 11 % in the fall of 2022. European countries were
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forced to temporarily deviate from parts of their environmental plans and
revert to using coal as a fuel source.

3. Analysis of Economic Resilience level

According to the approach of the European Commission, economic
resilience is defined as the ability of an economy to avoid or withstand
shock impacts and quickly recovers, increasing the gross domestic product
(GDP) to its pre-crisis potential level. Analysing the dynamics of GDP is
one of the key indicators for assessing economic resilience. The GDP
dynamics can provide crucial insights into the state of the economy and its
capacity to recover from shock impacts. Figures I and 2 are shown the
dynamics of GDP per capita at purchasing power parity (PPP) for Ukraine
and the European Union from 2013 to 2022.

Since the beginning of the Russian invasion, the Ukrainian economy
has suffered significant losses. In 2022, GDP per capita at PPP decreased
by 11.32 % compared to 2021. For comparison, in 2015, the indicator
decreased by 5.39 % following the annexation of Crimea and the
occupation of parts of the Luhansk and Donetsk regions. After 2015, the
Ukrainian economy started recovering until 2019, but it couldn’t maintain a
positive trajectory during the COVID-19 crisis, resulting in a 2 % decline in
2020. Thus, the Ukrainian economy demonstrates high sensitivity to shock
impacts, which inevitably reduce its production level.

The key reasons for the GDP decline in the context of the Russian-
Ukrainian war include decreased private consumption, reduced levels of
capital investment, and a contraction in exports. To prevent a financial
collapse, the government introduced restrictive monetary policies (capital
controls, limitations on the banking sector) and supportive fiscal policies
(tax deferrals, subsidies, and other measures to support businesses and the
financial sector).
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The war has not only devastated the Ukrainian economy but also
created problems for other countries, particularly within the EU. Eastern
European countries, in particular, feel the weight of the war more heavily
than Western EU countries (Petryk, 2022).

The GDP per capita at PPP in the European Union was last recorded
at USD 54 248.6 in 2022, which is 9.6 % higher than in 2021. Amid the
COVID-19 pandemic, this indicator contracted by 3.34 % in 2020, and it
rebounded by 6.36 % in 2021. In essence, the EU’s economy is capable of
promptly and substantially mobilizing its financial resources to counteract
shock impacts.

As the highest executive authority of the EU, the European
Commission addresses various aspects of ensuring the resilience of the EU
economy. Here are some of the key methods by which the European
Commission ensures economic resilience:

Economic analysis and forecasting: the European Commission conducts
economic analysis and forecasting to assess the current state of the EU
economy and predict its development. It publishes regular reports and
forecasts on economic growth, employment, inflation, deficits, and other
economic indicators.

Financial stability: the European Commission prioritizes financial
stability within the EU. It regulates financial markets, proposes legislative acts
to ensure stability of banks, financial institutions, and investment activities.

Resilience and growth policy: the European Commission develops
and implements resilience and growth policies, including through the
Stability and Growth Pact, which establishes rules for ensuring stable fiscal
policies among member countries.
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Financial support. the European Commission devises and coordinates
financial support for member countries facing financial difficulties or crises
through mechanisms such as the European Stability Mechanism, European
Globalization Adjustment Fund, and European Regional Development Fund etc.

Green development and digital transformation: the European Commi-
ssion actively supports the "Green New Deal" strategy and the EU’s Digital
Programme, aimed at creating resilient and innovative economic sectors.

Coordination and cooperation: the European Commission collabo-
rates with other EU bodies, member states, international organizations, and
other stakeholders to address economic challenges and support resilience.

These measures and initiatives aim to ensure the resilience of the EU
economy, enhance its competitiveness, and promote sustainable economic
growth and well-being for all citizens of EU member states. Resilience is
a dynamic category that evolves over time. The level of economic resilience
represents the degree of prevention, overcoming, and recovery of the
economic system from the impact of shock events, characterized by quanti-
tative and qualitative indicators.

The international insurance company FM Global compiles a ranking
of countries based on the results of calculating the Global Resilience Index.
The company assesses 130 countries using 12 factors grouped into three
categories: economic potential, risk quality and supply chain. Table 3
presents the data of the Global Resilience Index for EU member countries
and Ukraine in 2022-2023.

According to the data from Table 3, out of the 27 EU member
countries, 18 countries have a sufficient level of resilience (70—100 points),
while 9 others have medium level (4569 points). The overall Global
Resilience Index value for the EU in 2022 was 80.4 points, and in 2023 it
was 80.6 points, which indicates a sufficient level. Denmark has the highest
global resilience value (100 points), while Bulgaria has the lowest.
Ukraine’s Global Resilience Index in 2022 was 46.8 points, and in 2023 it
was 47.1 points, which is an medium level and the lowest among EU
member countries.

The European Commission believes that the Ukrainian economy has
maintained its resilience despite the war. According to the forecasts of the
European Commission, the country’s recovery process will begin from mid-
2024, accompanied by a gradual decrease in the inflation rate, which is
expected to be around 20 % this year. The unemployment rate will also
decrease (currently at 15 %). "Huge" efforts will be needed to attract
investments and initiate a comprehensive reconstruction, the cost of which is
currently estimated at USD 411 billion (Spring 2023, Economic Forecast).

4. Directions for Ensuring the Resilience of the Ukrainian Economy

The full-scale war in Ukraine necessitates a reconsideration of
approaches to formulating economic management strategies and developing
new, more effective methods of state regulation. Among the key issues
facing the Ukrainian economy are decreased production levels, increased
unemployment, weakened stability of public finances, and threats to
currency stability.

To restore Ukraine after the war, substantial global financial efforts
will be required. The EU is already making a significant contribution to
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enhancing the current resilience of the Ukrainian economy, but in the
medium and long term, greater support will be needed for the restoration of
a free and prosperous country firmly oriented towards European values and
securely integrated into the European and global economies, as well as for
supporting its European path.

Since the start of the aggressive war by Russia, the EU, member
states, and European financial institutions, guided by the "Team Europe"
approach, have allocated around EUR 53 billion in financial, humanitarian,
emergency, budgetary, and military support (EU Solidarity with Ukraine,
2023). While the Russian aggressive war continues, the overall needs for
Ukraine’s recovery are not yet known. Nevertheless, it i1s important to
project the main constructive directions of these international efforts
already.

On June 20, 2023, the European Commission proposed the
establishment of a mechanism to support the recovery, reconstruction, and
modernization of Ukraine. The Ukraine Support Mechanism will be a
special financial instrument that will provide consistent and predictable
support to Ukraine for the years 20242027 (Figure 3).

The Mechanism for Supporting Ukraine, with a budget of up to
50 billion euros in the form of grants and credits, will bolster Ukraine’s
efforts to maintain macrofinancial stability and promote the country’s recon-
struction and modernization, while simultaneously implementing key reforms
on the path towards EU accession (EU Solidarity with Ukraine, 2023).
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International support plays a pivotal role in ensuring the resilience of
Ukraine’s economy, particularly within the context of complex political,
economic, and geopolitical circumstances. During the 2023 London Conference
on the Reconstruction of Ukraine, the European Commission, the European
Investment Bank (EIB), the European Bank for Reconstruction and Deve-
lopment (EBRD), and the International Finance Corporation (IFC) signed
agreements totalling over EUR 800 million to mobilize private investments
for Ukraine’s economic recovery and reconstruction (Ukraine Recovery Confe-
rence, 2023). These mentioned agreements, supported by the European
Fund for Sustainable Development Plus (EFSD+) (a financial branch of the
Neighborhood, Development, and International Cooperation Instrument
"Global Europe"), signify the shared international effort to mobilize the
private sector for Ukraine’s recovery and reconstruction.

Conclusions

Research into the issues of economic resilience indicates that the
transformation of approaches to its understanding is influenced by macro-
economic policies, which can either mitigate or exacerbate the consequences
of macroeconomic shocks. The concept of economic resilience encompasses
three key components: the ability of the economy to avoid, withstand, or
recover from the impact of shock events. The degree of resilience to shock
impacts depends on the economy’s adaptive potential.

The onset of a full-scale war became a unifying experience for both
Ukraine and the EU in terms of ensuring the resilience of their economies.
Military actions led to the emergence of commodity, economic, migration,
fiscal, devaluation, infrastructural shocks, and balance of payments shock.
Some of these macroeconomic shocks uncontrollably spilled over to the EU,
particularly in terms of commodity, economic, and migration shocks.

An analysis of the GDP per capita based on PPP allowed us to
determine that the EU possesses sufficient adaptive potential to restore its
economy and counteract shock impacts. Conversely, the Ukrainian economy is
highly sensitive to the impact of shock events and is unable to avoid their
effects. An examination of the resilience level according to the FM Global
methodology indicates that not all EU countries possess sufficient level of
resilience. In 2023, the medium resilience level was observed in 9 EU
countries: Cyprus (69.8 points), Malta (69.3 points), Slovakia (68.9 points),
Romania (68.4 points), Slovenia (67.7 points), Latvia (67.6 points), Croatia
(66.8 points), Greece (63.1 points), and Bulgaria (61.2 points). In Ukraine,
the level of economic resilience stands at 47.1 points, which is 14.1 points
lower than that of Bulgaria.

In the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war, the economy of the EU
demonstrated not only a sufficient level of resilience to new challenges but
also mobilized significant financial resources to support Ukraine. Interna-
tional financial assistance remains a key direction and source of ensuring
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the resilience of the Ukrainian economy, without which other directions
would be impossible to implement, in particular:

« stable inflow of investments into the economy to fund infrastruc-
ture projects (reconstruction of energy systems, roads and bridges, demining of
territories, restoration of cities and villages);

« rreconstruction of the industrial sector on an innovative basis;

« stable functioning of the financial system;

« balanced state finances (social expenditures and tax revenues);

« support for civil society and social structure.

The prospects for further scientific research in this direction are
related to justifying mechanisms for ensuring the resilience of Ukraine’s
economy in the context of demographic changes.
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INTERNATIONAL EXPERIENCE
OF STARTUP REGULATION

The international experience of regulating the
development of startup entrepreneurship indicates
that when creating effective models of interaction
between state authorities (development of the legal
framework, development programs, strategies), edu-
cation (creation of an environment, for example,
accelerators, incubators, development of a beta
version based on higher education institutions, which
promotes startups to enter the market) and business
(funding of startups, involvement in corporations),
the startup ecosystem has high indicators in world
ratings. The purpose of the article is to highlight the
components of the international experience of
regulating the development of startups that are
relevant to Ukraine. The methods applied are induc-
tion, deduction, analysis, and systematization. Regu-
lation of the development of startups at the mega
level includes international clusters, international
organizations, and developed countries of the world.
It has been studied that the mega level includes three
directions: legal, financial, and strategic. In the
international environment, the "EU Startup Nations
Standard" declarations signed in 2021 and laws on
startups aimed at promoting the creation and deve-
lopment of startups are of great importance. Interna-
tional organizations influencing the development of
startup entrepreneurship are divided by functional
type and geographical scope of activity. The positive
startup climate in the USA is formed through the
following factors: Silicon Valley activity, flexible
state regulation of this area, entrepreneurial culture,
and way of thinking. Israel’s experience reveals the
need for financing research and development works.
Germany and Austria have an efficiently built system
of higher education. Among the directions for impro-
ving the regulation of the development of startups in
Ukraine, the following are highlighted: education —
the creation of a center that will help startups to
develop from the beginning of the emergence of an
idea to the development of the first prototypes;
security — financing of military and defense develop-

Introduction

The experience of developed countries shows that in the conditions
of global competition on the world market, the one who has a developed
infrastructure for the implementation of innovations, who possesses the most
effective mechanism of innovation activity and uses the entire range of
technologies for the creation and implementation of innovations, wins.
In this aspect, state regulation should create formal restrictions that would
effectively operate in the rules of market behavior while not interfering with
the operation of market mechanisms.

The problems of regulating the development of start-ups are presented
in the studies of Ukrainian and foreign scientists, including Babiachok R. 1.,
Kulchytskyi 1. I. (2018), studied the development trends of start-ups in
Ukraine, Bebko S. (2020), considered the cooperation of higher educational
institutions in the conditions of global competition, Novak O., Musiichuk S.,
Zuyenko S. (2020), studied the role of university startups, Martin N., Matt K.,
Nibel K. (2019), examined how data protection regulation affects startup
innovation, Ziakis C., Vlachopoulou M., Petridis K. (2022) with a paper on
startup ecosystems. However, all the mentioned authors primarily devoted
their works to researching the importance of state regulation; however, in
the conditions of constant expansion of digital services in Ukrainian
society, the issue of creating a practical digital space for startups is one of
the main tasks of the crisis and post-crisis policy. Creating a single center
will allow for a more detailed understanding of the features of startup
creation, subsequent registration during scaling, and requests for new
business models, services, or products from authorities or private investors,
including international corporations. The issues of developing legislative
frameworks for effective regulation of startup activities (official registration,
rules of creation, support) and statistical evaluation (number of created startups,
features at each stage of the life cycle) are some of the promising directions
in regulating the development of startup entrepreneurship. Since Ukraine
does not have data from the State Statistics Service on the number of startups
created in Ukraine, it reflects the relevance of the set research problem.

The purpose of the article is to highlight the components of the inter-
national experience of regulating the development of startups that are
relevant for Ukraine. The hypothesis of the article is the assumption that
the international experience of regulating startups has a practical significance
in its implementation in Ukraine to improve interaction between
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participants of the startup ecosystem. The following methods of induction,
deduction, analysis, systematization, and generalization were used to achieve
the article’s goal. In particular, the induction method made it possible to
study foreign experience at the mega-level of regulation of startups, and the
deduction method was used to develop measures for the adaptation of
foreign regulatory experience in Ukraine. Thanks to the analysis, the
peculiarities of the regulation of startups in such countries as the USA,
Israel, Germany, and Austria were investigated. The method of generaliza-
tion helped to formulate conclusions and summarize the research.

The article is divided into four parts: mega-level regulation of the
development of startup entrepreneurship; regulation of startup entrepreneur-
ship in the USA; regulation of startup activities in Israel; regulation of the
development of startups in Germany and Austria.

Based on the study results, conclusions and recommendations were
formulated for improving the regulation of the development of startups in
Ukraine.

1. Mega-level regulation of the development of startup
entrepreneurship

The study of the international influence on the regulation of the
development of startups is essential in the modern conditions of European
integration processes since compliance with the general international
provisions of national legislation significantly affects the expansion of
opportunities for cooperation, the introduction of new, radical, innovative
solutions, the development of joint programs and further international
financing of startups.

Regulation refers to any general form of "forced rule-making"
by governments to influence market activity and the behavior of economic
actors. Scientists and practitioners distinguish three types of regulation:
economic regulation (antimonopoly legislation), social regulation (protection
of consumer rights and the environment) and institutional regulation (rules
on liability, bankruptcy) (Martin et al., 2019).

The mega level is a complex of international economic relations of
all countries, which forms the international division of labor and is realized
in the form of globalization of world economic relations (Rybakova, 2017).
International clusters, organizations, and developed countries belong to the
mega level.

The mega-level of regulation of startup entrepreneurship operates in
three directions:

o legal — creation of an international legal field regarding the protec-
tion of intellectual property, patenting, and conducting business through
the adoption of conventions, memoranda, and agreements both with individual
countries of the world and with international organizations;
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« financial — attracting financial resources at certain stages of the life
cycle of startups, infrastructure facilities, or improving the ecosystem as
a whole;

« strategic — planning or implementation of new technological solutions
based on the example of ecosystem development and support of startups at
various levels through reference to the experience of developed countries or
individual regions or cities.

An international cluster is an international integrated structure that is
based on the interaction of legally independent enterprises of the central and
auxiliary industries, financial and credit, scientific, educational institutions,
insurance, and other companies, which form production, intellectual, scientific,
communication, information and technological relationships among themselves.
These focused on the expected global market of resources and consumers,
united by the introduction of modern, cutting-edge technologies into all
spheres of operation, provided there is no control over the property of one
participant over another but highly organized managerial control (Babiachok &
Kulchytskyi, 2018).

An essential stage in supporting the development of startups at all
stages of the life cycle was the signing of the "EU Startup Nations Standard"
declaration by 26 EU member states and Iceland in March 2021 and
the creation of the European Startup Nations Alliance, which will support
the efforts of countries to become a "nation of startups" (New European
Alliance to accelerate startups growth).

One of the reasons for developing the standard is that startups and
scale-ups play a vital role in Europe’s future economy and society both
before the COVID-19 crisis and during the pandemic. However, in the
context of the pandemic, startups have experienced significant problems
with reduced revenues and funding availability. To address these issues, the
European Commission, together with Member States and stakeholders, has
identified some practices that are signs of an environment conducive to the
development of startups, reflected in standards (Startup Nations Standard).
The main directions are defined as quick creation of a startup, smooth entry
to the market, attraction, and retention of talent, stock options, innovations
in regulation, procurement of innovations (including technology transfer
policy), access to finance, social integration, diversity and protection of
democratic values, digitalization (24 EU Member States commit at Digital
Day to take action to support growth of EU Startups, 2021).

At the mega level, it highlights the world’s developed countries because
they create a favorable environment for the development and implemen-
tation of innovative, technical, and technological solutions of startups thanks to
the legal and business environment and the creation of an effective ecosystem.
According to the international ranking of startup ecosystems, the USA,
Great Britain, and Israel are the most developed in the support field for
startups (7Table 1).

In foreign experience, there are laws on startups "Startup ACTS" —

comprehensive legal instruments aimed at promoting the creation and deve-
lopment of startups, taking into account their unique needs, and are de-
veloped through the participation of various participants of the entrepre-
neurial ecosystem. It is noted that governments are paying more and more
attention to entrepreneurship as creating quality jobs, increasing the eco-
nomy’s productivity in general, and introducing market innovations to solve
development challenges. In this context, Startup Acts can become a new
tool for solving specific problems faced by companies with high potential for
growth and innovation. This tool can also be used to develop dialogue
between the public and the private sector through participatory processes
and to analyze joint business policy reforms (Startup ACTS, 2023).
International organizations are collective participants in interna-
tional relations because the institutions and bodies created within them
ensure the realization of the interests of those states, individuals, or social
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groups that created them. International organizations are divided into inter-
state (the founders are the governments of states) and non-state (the founders
are individuals, legal entities, or their groups). According to the criteria of
the functional type, the organizations mentioned above are divided into
universal, military-political, economic, financial, cultural, and specialized.
According to the geographical scale of activity, global, interregional, regional,
and subregional (Malskyi & Matsyakh, 2002) (Table 2).

The mega-level is represented by international (supra-state) organi-
zations, international financial institutions, and legal regulations recom-
mended by international bodies. Such regulation significantly impacts
regulatory processes within the country as it determines priority directions
and criteria (Vladychyn, 2015). During the war in Ukraine, there were changes
in the regulatory system for the development of startups, and the active
cooperation of the state sector and international organizations became an
essential direction in creating favorable conditions for Ukrainian startups,
as some startups relocated to other countries to continue their activities.

2. Regulation of startup entrepreneurship in the USA

Practical factors of a positive startup climate in the USA are the
Silicon Valley technology center, entrepreneurial culture, way of thinking,

and flexible state regulation of this field of activity. According to foreign
researchers, the supporting role of the state in the broader ecosystem of
entrepreneurship is currently of particular research interest, and it is argued
that the state can be involved in some high-risk areas of activity where the
private sector has consistently avoided participation. A typical example of
such state intervention is the USA, where many business ecosystems, such
as Silicon Valley, have benefited from an active role of the state. In the
example of Silicon Valley, governments also play a role in the financial
sector, contributing to the ecosystem’s success. Of course, governments
need to understand the underlying mechanisms for creating and diffusing
innovation, thereby fostering business activity rather than hindering it. This
intervention is encouraged by governments in various ways, in particular by
providing tax incentives for R&D spending (Ziakis et al., 2022).

In the United States, as part of the Startup America initiative, the
federal government has introduced a series of policy initiatives aimed at
entrepreneurs in five areas: reducing barriers, unlocking access to capital,
connecting mentors, accelerating the commercialization of research and
development, and opening new market opportunities for entrepreneurs (New
European Alliance to accelerate startups growth, 2021).

In the conditions of the war period and post-war period, the American
government actively attracted human capital for intellectual work, created
personnel resources for developing technologies demanded by the market,
and created the first private venture investment company.

In addition to direct government orders, methods of supporting startups
in Silicon Valley include access to markets and big players (A Strategic
Overview of the Silicon Valley Ecosystem, 2015). The impact on the deve-
lopment of startups is manifested in the following three principal dimensions.
First, large firms (listed on the New York Stock Exchange (NYSE)) are willing
to buy the products and services of startup firms. Multinational companies
ranging from Citibank to Chevron, which go far beyond the IT industry, are
willing to buy software and services from startups. The second aspect of
influence 1s that large corporations become the first and often the leading
adopters of innovation due to the high level of competition, which forces large
companies to innovate constantly. Moreover, a third important role that large
companies in Silicon Valley play is buyouts by large companies of ready-made
startup companies or the rights to their product. This expansion strategy is used
by IT companies of Silicon Valley, which often started as startups themselves,
becoming the main customers of startups (Apple, Hewlett Packard).

3. Regulation of startup activities in Israel

Israel is distinguished by a broad policy strategy focused on startups
with a combination of policies, programs, and legislative amendments to the
normative framework of classical entrepreneurship. In martial law conditions,
when cyber security is one of the most essential values, the study of Israel’s
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experience in the development of startups in this direction becomes relevant.
Until the 1990s, the primary funding source for technology in Israel was
funding for military, defense, and significant aerospace developments.
In the conditions of technological changes over the past decades, the emphasis
of attention has shifted to increasing investments in the largest dominant
companies in the field of information technologies (Big Tech) (The Israeli
Technological Eco-system, n.d.).

The main factors in the development of Israel as a center of entrepre-
neurial activity and a center of innovative technologies are (The Israeli
Technological Eco-system, n.d.):

o a high level of innovation — the world leader in the number of
startups per capita, Israeli innovations focused on making a profit include
an extensive list of novelties on the market;

« large volumes of R&D funding — Israel ranks second in the world
regarding R&D expenditure per capita. Israel invests about 4.1 % of its
GDP in R&D; the OECD average is 2 %;

o education — Israel has the highest percentage of engineers and
scientists per capita in the world and one of the highest rates of university
degrees and academic publications per capita. Israel has a high-quality
education system and is one of the most educated societies in the world;

e venture capital — availability and a large number of active venture
capital funds.

State support is a separate factor in the effective formation of
startups in Israel — in the early 1990s, the Israeli government established the
"Technology Incubator" program. Today, more than 25 incubators are in
the country, all privatized. Incubators offer government financing of up to
85 % of the cost of an early-stage project for two years. They work with
startups from seed to early stage, thus minimizing the risk for the investor.

To date, incubators have released more than 1 100 projects, of which
more than 45 % have successfully attracted additional investments from
various investors. In addition, the Israel Innovation Authority provides
various support programs with an annual budget of about USD 400 million.

The main program is the R&D Fund, which offers grants for R&D in
the amount of up to 40 % of the approved cost of the R&D program. Other
programs administered by the IIA include bilateral funds (joint R&D
programs with foreign partners such as China, Canada, USA) that are
eligible for financial assistance of 50 % of an Israeli company’s R&D
expenditures. Investment support — the investment law allows foreign
companies to benefit from a reduced income tax rate and investment grants.
Another incentive program the government proposes provides employment
grants to research centers and large enterprises. The program offers a 4-year
grant scheme that covers an average of 25 % of the employer’s wage costs
for each new employee (The Israeli Technological Eco-system, n.d.).
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4. Regulation of the development of startup entrepreneurship
in Germany and Austria

One of the essential factors in the successful development of startup
entrepreneurship in Germany is the startup financing system, in which the
Federal Ministry of Economics and Development plays an important role.
Financial support programs are defined by low-interest rates, long terms,
and the fact that startups at the initial stages of development rarely use
traditional bank loans because banks, in most cases, cannot correctly assess
the quality of innovative business models and their market potential. Startup
support programs include (Financing. Federal Ministry for Economic Affairs
and Energy, n.d.):

e "My microcredit" ("Mein Mikrokredit") — financing is provided by
microcredit institutions of entrepreneurial activity only, with an emphasis on
supporting young women and people with a migrant background, the
interest rate is 7.9 % and a transaction fee (100 euros per loan), the total
amount of the loan is 25 000 euros, the repayment term is up to 4 years,
depending on the individual capabilities of the company;

e lending within the framework of the Micromezzanine Fund of
Germany (Mikromezzaninfonds Deutschland) — financing is provided by
the European Recovery Program and the European Social Fund, at the
moment, more than two thousand financing programs are available in
various directions.

Startup ecosystems undergo periodic changes and reflect the process
of responding to changes. The Berlin ecosystem, in particular, reflects an
optimized, dynamic environment. In 2015, the state of Berlin and its startup
industry partners created the Berlin Startup Unit (Berliner Agenda fiir ein
optimiertes Griindungsumfeld, 2016), which focuses on developing young
and fast-growing companies. One of the main factors in the development of
startups is talent orientation, namely the attraction of creative and qualified
people who see their professional prospects in the startup market, paying
particular attention to specialists from other countries.

The communication factor is reflected in the provision of advisory
services and support from associations and chambers regarding practical
issues of the day-to-day activities of startups. The internationalization of
Berlin startups manifests in the orientation to the international market,
the attraction of capital from foreign investors, and the involvement of
employees of different nationalities. In this case, Berlin is making interna-
tional connections and working to improve further the entrepreneurial
culture for people with an international background who plan to work in
Germany’s startup environment.

High levels of talent competitiveness in Germany are determined by
an effectively built higher education system that actively develops internal
startup ecosystems.

Germany in higher education institutions not only introduces
students to the peculiarities of startups but also allows students to use their
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practical developments. The Julius Maximilian University of Wiirzburg
presents scientific proposals that are relevant to all sectors of the economy.
Core competencies will be presented in life and health science, new
materials, digital society, and global change (7able 3).

It highlights the cooperation experience between German higher
education institutions and foreign partners and the development of long-
term partnership programs for technology transfer. In particular, an example
is the "Ukrainian German Technology Transfer University partnership"
(Ukrainian German Technology Transfer university partnership); within the
framework of this project, participants from both sides had the opportunity
to get to know university ecosystems in more detail regarding the creation
of new innovative solutions through conferences and presentations of startups’
ideas. Implementing such programs will allow cooperation in scientific deve-
lopments, student startup ideas, and the expansion of cooperation models
between higher education institutions through joint educational programs.

The practice of supporting startups, depending on the regional
ecosystem and the institution of higher education in Austria, is reflected in
three directions (Preparing and supporting start-ups in higher education in
Austria, 2019):

first level — Vienna University of Economics — students and teachers
have the opportunity to use the local entrepreneurial infrastructure and funding
from business angels, venture capital, legal support for the creation of
companies, and the availability of human capital; the local ecosystem enables
cooperation between HEIs (both public and private) in Vienna to support
startups and relatively quickly introduce practical modules into curricula;

second level — Leopold and Franz University of Innsbruck — local
government, chamber of commerce, Regional Development Agency of
Tyrol cooperate with institutions of higher education to create local (small)
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business ecosystems in various industries; establishment of a university-
based holding company that participates in university startups and organizes
various business events;

the third level — Technical University of Graz — the university’s
activities are focused on a separate branch, higher education has strong ties
with industry (in the form of research contracts, joint research, training
seminars, and grant support), in particular, the university closely cooperates
with several participants in the automotive industry.

Based on the above practice of regional-level support for startups, it
is also relevant for Ukrainian higher education institutions and local
authorities to expand cooperation positions.

In global practice, there is a trend toward cooperation between
corporations and startups by creating venture capital funds, hackathons,
accelerators, startup studios, and incubators. Corporations attract external
startups at the early stage and seed stage; among the advantages of
cooperation are the following: ensuring competitiveness for the long term;
access to innovations, new technologies, the attraction of new products;
a ready-made solution for an existing problem and adaptation of a startup to
the company’s activities.

Globalization, combined with digitization, is a determining factor in
developing civilization, economy, and education. Therefore, education can
now be expanded beyond training specialists for the local or national labor
market. Online technologies and communications are closely intertwined in
all areas of life, and the ability to apply them in work and business is
essential. In 10-20 years, the robotization trend will result in more labor-
intensive occupations being displaced. However, robots will not be able to
be effective in areas related to creativity, human relationships, emotions,
and intrinsic motivation. Entrepreneurial abilities and creative potential for
non-standard solutions to business tasks become especially necessary.

Analysis of the experience of world universities points to the impor-
tance of forming a new management culture based on teaching students,
researchers, and teachers the most effective strategies and tactics for
launching startups from academic platforms. As a result, startups still enter
the market with the support of special courses, government grants,
incubators, and private partnerships at the university, regional, state, and
global levels (Novak at all, 2020). The creation of academic platforms for
startups is a promising development direction for Ukrainian higher educa-
tion institutions, which have already established business schools, and startup
incubators, are developing science parks and laboratories, and are attracting
projects for the development of the startup environment. However,
a significant disadvantage is that higher education institutions need to have
the opportunity to provide grants to continue to work on a new startup
created at the university. Establishing cooperation between education and
business is a promising solution since the business sector is interested in
discovering new ideas regarding technological or innovative solutions.

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Moreover, especially, such cooperation will be practical with large
corporations. Also, cooperation between universities around established
startups needing further scaling and cooperation at the regional level can be
a solution that will expand the opportunities to increase the effects. In the
educational environment, international cooperation between institutions of
higher education is an active direction, allowing Ukrainian universities to
participate in the exchange of world educational and scientific developments,
teaching methods, distance teaching technology, and research (Bebko, 2020).
Therefore, it is necessary to intensify cooperation and communication between
Ukrainian educational institutions in war conditions. To support the deve-
lopment of startup entrepreneurship in the conditions of the Russian-
Ukrainian war, an important direction is creating an academic platform for
the development of startups in cooperation with higher education institu-
tions and cooperation with business and state support.

Conclusions

The experience of developed countries shows that in the conditions
of global competition on the world market, the one who has a developed
infrastructure for the implementation of innovations, who possesses the
most effective mechanism of innovation activity and uses the entire range
of technologies for the creation and implementation of innovations, wins.
Therefore, state regulation should create formal restrictions that would
effectively operate in the market behavior rules while not hindering market
mechanisms’ operation.

Based on the analysis of foreign experience in regulating the
development of startups, we will highlight factors and practical tools that
can be useful for Ukraine — first, education. The most extensive ecosystem
in the USA was formed based at Stanford University. Technical universities
exist and are being created in Ukraine, which has an initial level of
formation of the startup ecosystem (laboratories, accelerator programs in
cooperation). The exchange of experience in the field of technology, the
practice of Germany shows a positive result of supporting startup entrepre-
neurship by creating a separate center that deals comprehensively with
startups — from initial consulting to developing prototypes. The second
important factor is safety. In the conditions of war, Israel’s experience
shows that it is necessary to increase the funding of R&D and focus on
financing the military and defense spheres for the creation of startups.
Ecology is also a trend of global social development. The issue of improving
the environmental condition and reducing its impact is raised yearly. This
opens up opportunities for environmental startups and practical implemen-
tation of the idea in Ukraine, with subsequent scaling in countries that need
to solve similar environmental problems. Furthermore, the local ecosystem
is the fourth important factor in the success of startup business develop-
ment. It is essential to focus on priority areas that can increase the city’s
competitiveness in the international ranking, define critical tasks in the
state-region-city-community-startup system that will contribute to a better
understanding of similar requests in all cities, and distinguish differences.
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Modern trends in the economic development of leading countries
show that the strategic management of startup entrepreneurship has undergone
significant changes. In the conditions of the formation of the innovative
sphere, as a factor of the economic development of an individual country,
there is an increase in competition for talents and the development of high-
tech products, which allows the implementation of innovative strategies for
developing the country’s economy. In the conditions of globalization
processes, one of the main factors of the competitiveness of the innovative
economy is startups that can generate new ideas and continue their activities
in the conditions of change. Further research should investigate the interna-
tional interaction system between government authorities, startup entrepre-
neurship, higher education institutions, and businesses. This creates opportu-
nities to highlight the main principles of interaction that can be used in
constructing effective regulation of startup entrepreneurship in Ukraine

based on foreign experience.

The real estate market is an active and influential
component of any economic system, a determining
factor in the socio-economic development of a country.
The share of construction in the GDP of developed
European countries is approximately 6-8%. Additionally,
the construction industry provides orders for more
than 30 related industries producing goods and services.
During the active phase of the war, Ukraine suffered
significant losses of immovable property. The consequences
of the destruction of hundreds of thousands of commercial
and residential buildings are particularly noticeable
for businesses and citizens. The restoration process
needs to take into account the requirements and
standards of real estate design, construction and
development within the context of Ukraine’s European
integration course. In view of this, the purpose of
the article is to define the directions of transforma-
tion for domestic real estate development and adaptation
to new trends in the conditions of European integration.
The statistical methods, methods of abstraction and
theoretical generalization, analogies and comparison
have become the main research methods. An analysis
of the state of the residential and commercial real
estate market in Ukraine has been conducted. The
directions of development, current trends and concepts
of real estate construction in the EU countries have
been identified. The challenges of development compa-
nies’ activities in the real estate market of Ukraine
under conditions of war have been systematized.
The expediency of implementing the principles of
environmental, social, and managerial sustainability
(ESG) into the practice of Ukrainian development
for the sake of a responsible international image
and increasing the investment attractiveness of the
Ukrainian market in the post-war period, as well as
the implementation of current construction concepts,
particularly the Build-to-Rent concept, is substan-
tiated.
