FOREIGN TRADE
RELATIONS OF UKRAINE
AND POLAND: 2022-2024

Since the beginning of the large-scale invasion
of the russian federation, Poland has become a
strategic ally of Ukraine in resisting unprovoked
armed aggression, having made an invaluable contri-
bution not only to solving the problem of forced
migration of Ukrainian refugees, but also to the
restoration of trade and economic relations with the
leading countries of the world, acquired the status of
a key trade partner. However, the war became a test
for neighboring countries in the field of foreign trade
in agricultural products, in particular grain. The
study is based on the hypothesis of the need to
overcome the negative consequences of the "grain
conflict” that affected the volume and dynamics of
foreign trade relations between Ukraine and Poland,
cooperation in the direction of developing an effective
mechanism for regulating the export of agricultural
products of Ukraine. The following research methods
were used to test the hypothesis: generalization,
analysis and synthesis, comparison, scientific abstrac-
tion and systematization. It was found that the main
characteristics of foreign trade between the countries

were the raw materials focus of Ukrainian exports
against the background of imports of Polish products
with high added value, a negative foreign trade
balance and incomplete use of the potentials of both
countries. The main prerequisites of the "grain conflict"
were manifestations of unfair competition by Ukrai-
nian exporters along with the implementation of the
requirements of the "green course" on the territory
of the EU. It was established that unilateral trade
restrictions on grain and other agricultural products,
together with politically colored protests by Polish
farmers and transporters, accompanied by the blocking
of the Polish-Ukrainian border, endangered the
common gains in foreign economic relations made
over decades and under conditions of war. Due to
the specifics of the EU sanctions mechanism aimed
at weakening the economy of the aggressor country,
Poland continues to trade certain goods with russia
and belarus, including agricultural products. Conclu-
sions were made about the need, in the conditions of
accelerating the European integration of Ukraine, to
improve the joint mechanism of cooperation with
Poland to prevent the destructive impact on the
agricultural products markets and to create condi-
tions for fair competition in the Single European
Market, including taking into account the risk of the
deployment of opposition from farmers of other EU
countries.

FOREIGN TRADE TRENDS
OF THE "DNISTER" EUROREGION

The main trends of foreign trade in goods of
Ukraine and Moldova were considered, and their
main regional preferences were determined. It has
been proven that both countries should change
commodity exports of raw materials to goods with
higher added value. The research is based on the
hypothesis that in the conditions of geopolitical
changes and globalization, the trade in goods of
selected countries undergoes structural changes,
and as a result, affects the state of economic stability
of the country. General scientific methods of induction
and deduction, cause-and-effect relationship, tabular
and graphic methods are applied. The dynamics of
the economic stability of countries for 2017-2023
was determined using the indicator method. It was

found that the diversion of resources to the settle-

ment of political conflicts reduces the level of
economic stability of both countries.

The article is dedicated to summarizing the main
provisions of the theory of comparative advantages
and its practical application in the context of modern
globalization processes. The main advantages of the
theory are identified, as well as the limitations of the
theory’s application are outlined. It is emphasized
that the theoretical foundations are widely used by
analytical centres, particularly the World Trade
Organization, to analyse global trade trends and
policies. The purpose of the study is to empirically
establish the relationship between the revealed
comparative advantage (RCA) index and the level of
export specialization of countries in order to deter-
mine the potential of RCA for use in the development
process of trade policy. In the course of the study, a
hypothesizes was put forward about the dependence
between a high RCA index for certain product groups
and the country’s export specialization. The research
methodology is based on the processing of theore-
tical and statistical data, there analysis and evalua-
tion to study and draw conclusions about the corres-
pondence between calculated RCA data and actual
export specialization on the example of the USA. It is
analysed whether the USA specializes in product
groups with a high comparative advantage. Data on
the 3-digit version of the SITC for 971 commodity
groups published by UN-COMTRADE were used.
The study indicates that the USA’s comparative
advantage is concentrated in sectors such as raw
materials (cotton, grains, corn, oilseeds and fruits, ores
and concentrates of precious metals), energy (liquefied
propane and butane), weapons and ammunition, as
well as luxury and collectible items. Trade indicators
presented on the International Trade Centre’s website
were examined. It is noted that for the selected posi-
tions, the export specialization of the USA in these
product groups with a high comparative advantage
can be traced. It is emphasized that the RCA index is
a useful tool for determining a country’s export
specialization, but it has its limitations. Decisions in
the field of foreign trade policy should be based on

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GLOBAL DRIVERS
OF RETAIL TRADE

The article provides a comprehensive analysis of
the current state of retail trade in Ukraine and
the world. Special attention is paid to the study of
the latest research and publications on the outlined
topic, the works of various authors, analysis of the
dynamics of trade turnover, structural changes in
the industry, as well as the mechanisms of state
regulation of retail trade in Ukraine. The dynamics
of trade turnover in Ukraine and worldwide over
recent years have been analysed, the chain indices
of retail turnover changes have been calculated,
which allows tracking the effectiveness of implemented
economic and regulatory measures and determining
the growth or decline rates of the industry compared
to previous periods. The structure of retail turnover
by types of trade is described, providing a deeper
understanding of which market segments have the
most significant impact on the overall development
of the industry. Special attention is also paid to the
analysis of the dynamics of online retail turnover in
Ukraine, where there is a substantial increase in the
volume of online sales against the backdrop of changing
consumer preferences and the development of digital
technologies. The growth trends in e-commerce volumes
are analysed, highlighting their importance in shaping
new approaches to conducting retail trade and commu-
nication with consumers in the context of globaliza-
tion and digital transformation. The factors influencing
the development of the industry were analysed.
The key trends in retail formation were determined
and the main global trends were established. In
particular, the growth in the share of online sales
and the increase in the significance of omnichannel
strategies were considered. It is noted that global trends
such as sustainable development, service personaliza-
tion, and the integration of artificial intelligence have
a significant impact on the development of retail
trade. It is hypothesized that the current development of

retail trade in Ukraine and the world is largely
determined by the introduction of digital technologies,
changes in consumer preferences and the effectiveness
of state regulation, which causes structural changes
in the industry and the growth in the share of online
sales. The methods of analysis, synthesis, scientific
generalization and comparison of scientific sources
were applied. Taking into account the results of the
research, the article draws conclusions regarding
the prospects for retail trade development based on
the data analysis. The conducted research may be
useful for the representatives of the scientific
community in the process of further studies on this
topic, as well as in forming development strategies

and adapting retail trade enterprises in the future.

At the current stage of information technology
business development, more and more motor vehicle
enterprises are joining the partnership, striving for
their own long-term development with the overall
operational capability of the supply chain and increasing
the efficiency of business process management.
Competition between enterprises has gradually turned
into competition between business processes, the
defining link of which is flexible production processes,
supply chains and marketing processes. The flexibility
of these processes allows enterprises (we consider
the example of MTEs — motor transport enterprises)
operating in partnership to adapt more quickly and
organically to market changes, stimulating innovations
that generate new competitive advantages. Information
saturation and effective exchange of information in
the analysis of business partnerships contribute to
better management of human resources, supply chains,
optimization of the process of accounting, financial
and tax accounting and strengthens their ability to
manage business in conditions of uncertainty. The
article is based on the hypothesis that the developed
organizational and informational model of business
partnership analysis can become the foundation for

An
organizational and informational model of the
analysis of the business partnership of motor transport
enterprises and its impact on the final financial
results of their activities has been constructed. The
importance of transport services in the context of
Ukraine’s further development in respect of interna-
tional trade was justified.

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STRATEGIC CHALLENGES
IN RETAIL SALES

The outbreak of a full-scale war has shaken up
the domestic economy, including the retail sector,
which performs important tasks for the state. This
was a significant blow to the country, as the retail
sector is one of the largest employers in many
countries around the world. It also contributes to the
overall growth of production and economic develop-
ment in general, generates significant tax revenues, etc.
However, despite the continuation of martial law, the
retail sector is working to normalize processes and
adapt to future challenges. For these reasons, the
hypothesis is formulated that current trends should
meet the challenges of retail, compensate for losses
through new approaches and solutions. To achieve
this hypothesis, general scientific and special research
methods such as analysis and synthesis, system-
structural analysis and generalization were used.
The key strategic challenges for modern retailers,
such as climate change, staff shortages, pressure on
supply chains, and martial law in Ukraine, are
investigated. It is found that the main trends in the
market are aimed at digitalizing the work of companies,
their optimization, to create a comfortable environ-
ment that can meet the needs of the modern consumer.
Modern retailers should work not only on the quality
of products and services, but also on the brand and
policy, which should intersect with the current values
of consumers. Such trends can reduce the impact of
negative phenomena on the work of trade enterprises,
as they are able to reduce losses and the need to
attract new employees. It was found that the nearest
forecasts are related to the introduction of artificial
intelligence and other digital technologies in retail
operations, the expansion of the influence of companies
in the virtual environment, and the personalization of
products for certain categories of the population. The
conducted research makes it possible to characterize
the retail of the future, to determine what features a
modern business should possess in order to remain
competitive on the market.

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Introduction

The start of a large-scale war reshaped the domestic economy, in
particular the retail trade sector, which performs important tasks for the state.
However, despite the continuation of hostilities on the territory of Ukraine,
the retail sector was able to restore the pace of development; this is evidenced
in particular by the study of the Retail Association, presented at RAU
Expo — 2024, according to which Ukrainian entrepreneurs managed to
increase their turnover for 2023 by almost UAH 380 billion compared to the
previous year, thus equalizing its level with the indicators of the pre-war
period (Osiik, 2024, July 19).

Retail trade is one of the economy locomotives of any country, in
many of them this sector has the largest number of employers, contributes
to the overall growth of production volumes and economic development
in general, and ensures the generation of significant tax revenues. Understan-
ding the current state of the retail market, trends and challenges faced by the
industry both at the global level and directly at the domestic level, plays a key
role in building a competitive strategy (Kuchanskyi, 2024).

Domestic and foreign scientists and organizations take care of re-
search in the field of retail. Stepasyuk and Starominskyi (2024) consider
the actual issues of retail functioning in terms of ensuring food security of
Ukraine in the conditions of martial law and finding ways of its further
development in the post-war period. Instead, Kuchanskyi analyzes in detail
the current state of the retail market in Ukraine in order to determine the key
directions for improving management accounting at retail enterprises.

There are also studies that focus on one approach, particularly
e-commerce. Gontar (2024), who singled out the current trends of the
e-commerce market in Ukraine during the war and identified directions for
the expansion of sales markets. Research by Gartner (2023, October 16),
Global24 (2023, August 3), Deloitte (n. d.), Report Linker (n. d.), etc., also
mentions the use of the latest technologies, which highlight the current state
and problems in the retail market, but mostly attention is focused on world
problems, or it all boils down to the influence of martial law.

Scientific works of foreign and domestic scientists on the issues of
development and operation of retail, application of new approaches to the
work of enterprises in the field of retail trade served as the information base
of the research.

The aim of the research is to highlight strategic challenges in the
global and Ukrainian retail economy, to identify key trends that shape
the modern retail market, as well as to review the nearest forecasts of the
development of this industry. In order to achieve the aim, the following tasks
must be completed: identify the role of retail trade in the development of
the economy; investigate retail challenges for the global and domestic
economy; systematize retail trends to overcome challenges and build a
competitive strategy; consider forecasts of the development of the retail
economy.
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The research is based on the hypothesis that modern trends should
meet the challenges of retail, compensate for losses thanks to new approaches
and solutions.

To test the hypothesis, the following general scientific and special
research methods were used: analysis and synthesis, system-structural
analysis (to identify the role of retail trade in the development of the eco-
nomy, the study of challenges for global and domestic retail); generalization
(to determine trends and forecasts in the retail industry and formulate the
conclusions of the conducted research).

The main part of the article consists of three sections: the first one
reveals the problems and challenges faced by modern trade enterprises; the
second presents the latest approaches to conducting business in the field of
retail trade; the third section has forecasts for global and domestic retail.

1. Strategic challenges in the retail economy

Retail is an important element of any economy, performing the
following functions:

provide a large number of jobs, as retail chains seek to expand and
increase their market share. Large and small companies provide employment
to millions of citizens of various professions: salespeople, cashiers, mana-
gers, accountants, etc.;

develop production: for the sale of goods and services, retail is a key
channel that contributes to the growth of production volumes in various sectors
of the economy and helps to maintain the demand for goods and services;

support the economy and increase GDP: through taxation of corporate
profits, retail generates tax revenues, taxes on consumer goods, as well as
through other taxes and fees. Thus, the funds go to the state budget and are
used to finance targeted programs of the country;

support of small and medium-sized enterprises, which do not always
have the opportunity to open their own retail outlets, therefore retail becomes
for them an ideal platform for the sale and promotion of products. Such coope-
ration helps in building new businesses, increasing their turnover and scale;

form the economic portrait of the country: advertising campaigns,
promotions and other retail marketing strategies have a significant impact on
buyers, which leads to an increase in consumer demand (Stepasiuk &
Starominskyi, 2024).

Therefore, the retail trade sector needs detailed analysis and study,
because for its development it is necessary to understand what processes
affect it. Currently, the global and domestic economy is in a state of active
change, as modern technologies and approaches find their place in all spheres
of human life. In addition to significant digitalization, retail faces other
challenges. Thus, in 2024, the international auditing and consulting corporation
Deloitte presented a global forecast for the development of the world retail
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market in 2024. The Deloitte Global Retail Outlook 2024 study is aimed
at analyzing the systemic challenges and opportunities that will determine the
retail industry not only until the end of the year, but and in the coming decade
(Sheehan, n. d.). We agree with the obstacles identified by the author of the
analysis facing global retail: climate change and the responsibility of retail
owners to consumers for the implementation of "green policy"; shortage of
workers; pressure on logistics chains.

The topic of climate change is becoming so relevant that states are
beginning to implement appropriate strategic programs and appropriate
taxation policies. The green tax worries many retail owners as they face
significant changes in legislation and reporting. However, direct changes in
climate conditions are also a problem: increasing extreme weather conditions
affect many aspects of the daily lives of consumers and businesses alike. For
the owners of trading companies, this is associated with potential damage to
physical stores and warehouses, problems with the delivery of certain
categories of goods, and increased insurance costs.

According to forecasts presented in the Deloitte Global Retail Outlook
2024 study, global retail sales in 2024 will exceed USD 30 trillion (Sheehan, n. d.).
However, the developed economies of the world are increasingly facing
a permanent labor shortage. It is difficult to ignore the impact of COVID-19
in this situation, since migration processes have been on hold for a long time,
and a large number of enterprises were forced to reduce the number of
employees. However, despite the recovery trend after the pandemic, the
number of vacant jobs remains high. In the above study, the reason for this
problem is determined by the decrease of citizens of working age. Due to the
decreasing population trends, especially in the countries of the European
Union, the number of candidates for jobs is also decreasing. Such
circumstances in the labor market force companies to invest in the auto-
mation of certain processes in order to compensate for the need for labor.

However, the problem is not only in the reduced number of the
population, but also in improper working conditions. In practice, there are
often situations when large companies abuse employees’ personal time or
offer inadequate wages. However, the lack of personnel in Ukraine has other
reasons that are directly related to hostilities on our territories. A vivid
example is the supermarket chain ATB, which at the beginning of the full-
scale invasion lost several distribution centers, in particular, one in the Kyiv
region with an area of 25 000 m? was completely destroyed, another one was
half destroyed. Also, approximately 200 shops were closed due to their
location in the occupied territories (Zanuda, 2022, June 17).

Also, Ukrainian entrepreneurs faced the problem of mass migration of
citizens, having received in a short time thousands of applications for
dismissal due to moving abroad or to cities located further from the contact
line. The situation on the labor market is outlined by the study "Challenges
and dynamics of the labor market in retail" from the Association of Retailers
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of Ukraine and the online platform Robota.ua, according to which the need
for the following workers increased from January to August 2023 (%):
cashier — by 38%; consultant seller — 36%; store manager — 31%; commodity
expert — 27%; security guard — 27%; loader — 24%; driver — 22%.

The situation on the labor market is also illustrated by the change in
demand for certain professions. So, since April 2022, the need for forklifts
has grown so much that it has exceeded the share of sales consultant
vacancies and almost equaled the demand for drivers. However, the demand
for other categories of vacancies also gradually increased. As a result, by
August 2023, the number of sales consultant vacancies reached 94% of the
pre-war indicators, which 1s 36% more than the indicators at the beginning
of the year and brought the profession to the top of requests on the Robota.ua
online platform (Yermakova & Symonenko, 2023, September 29).

Another challenge is pressure on logistics chains, which is no less
relevant for Ukraine. However, in many countries, there are also problems
with the delivery of goods due to the already mentioned climate changes, as
well as geopolitical shifts. International companies are responding to political
tensions and shifting processes from China to Southeast Asia, India, Mexico
and other countries. It goes without saying that governments have a role to
play in re-engineering supply chains. For example, the US and its allies have
restricted trade with China and capital flows in high-tech sectors.

Returning to domestic retail, many chains had to change their supply
chains. Problems with electricity, air raids and shelling, the introduction of a
curfew, the destruction of warehouses — all this led to the restructuring of the
logistics system. An example is Novus, which is building new logistics
chains that are more resilient to today’s challenges; expands the range of
products of small Ukrainian manufacturers; supports craft authentic national
production (Stepasiuk & Starominskyi, 2024).

The Russian invasion became a major challenge for the Ukrainian
economy for a number of reasons. However, despite the martial law and war-
related risks, retail is recovering and continuing its development, which
cannot but be surprising. At the beginning of the invasion, experts empha-
sized the negative aspects that may await market participants, but now we are
watching the reconstruction of retail trade. Such a result, of course, had its
price, but at the same time, retail showed resilience in the face of any
challenges. Denys Kornut, director of Arricano’s retail space department,
told Property Forum about the experience gained by all market participants
in the first year of the full-scale invasion. He emphasized three aspects that
characterize modern Ukrainian retail: flexibility and adaptability; trying to
work even when it seems impossible; the speed of making the most effective
decisions (Property Forum, 2023).

Currently, the state of the retail trade industry in Ukraine is gradually
returning to normal, which may have a positive impact on the economy in
the future. So, retailers around the world are developing new technologies
and approaches to compensate for the losses they incur due to these obstacles.
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2. The main trends in retail development

Based on the analysis results of modern trends in the retail market, we
have a clear pattern that retail is increasingly dependent on IT technologies.
Martin (2024, February 8) notes the change in generational values associated
with the purchase of goods. Young consumers prefer online shopping, but
this does not mean that they completely ignore brick-and-mortar stores. In
this regard, many retailers choose a "hybrid shopping" strategy, that is, they
have several sales channels: online and offline. Strategies, which are often
used, relate to multi-channel retail and offer in particular:

to buy online but pick up in physical store. This is convenient for
consumers who live (work, are often nearby, etc.) near the point of sale.
Among domestic networks, such an approach is practiced, for example, by
"Aurora" and "Silpo";

to choose in store but buy online. The most popular are clothing and
footwear chains, thereby reducing the number of product returns that did not
suit the client;

to buy online but return in an offline store. Saving the consumer’s time
and money, since he will not have to send the product by mail, and if possible,
he will be able to replace the product;

to check the availability of the product in the network store on the
website or in the application. Optimization of the consumer’s time, as there
is no need to wait for the delivery of the product if it is in a physical store
near you (Kyivstar business, 2023, October 19).

It is also worth paying attention to e-commerce. According to a study
by Colliers Retail, in 2020, almost half of retailers (49%) expressed the
intention to expand their presence in the online space in the near future. These
intentions were mostly realized over the next 3 years under martial law
(Colliers, 2020).

Today, the e-commerce market uses a variety of business models, such
as online stores, bulletin boards, marketplaces, and price aggregators. Accor-
ding to Global24, marketplaces such as Rozetka, Prom.ua, Epicentrk.ua,
Bigl, Zakupka, and Allo control 82.6% of the Ukrainian e-commerce market,
while big stores Comfy, Foxtrot, Citrus, Eldorado, and MOYO account for
14.8%, and multicategory stores only 2.6% (Global24, 2023, August 3).

Statistical data show steady growth of the e-commerce market in
Ukraine. For example, in 2022, at the beginning of the full-scale offensive of
Russia, a significant part of the infrastructure was destroyed, which did not
allow organizing the delivery of goods purchased in online stores throughout
Ukraine (Gontar, 2024). The logical result was a decrease in revenues from
e-commerce. Although there is no reliable data on the downward trend in the
development of the sales market, thanks to the Statista statistical service,
it is possible to see how much e-commerce revenues have decreased in
2022 (Figure).
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Regarding the excerpt from the research presented by Mykola
Palienka, CEO of the EVO food company, despite all the difficulties, the
share of e-commerce in Ukrainian retail in 2022 has grown from 9% to
11-12%. This testifies to the ability of the Ukrainian market not only to adapt
to new realities, but also to use difficult circumstances as an incentive
for transformation and innovation in the field of online trade (Gontar, 2024).

The problem of climate change is gaining momentum in society,
which naturally increases the number of supporters of an ecological lifestyle
and is reflected in the trends of trade development.

Recycling of waste or other transformation of secondary raw materials
remains a trend of recent years. An April 2023 survey by Protein Evolution
and Wakefield Research found a fundamental gap in understanding of how
plastic waste affects human life, despite strong consumer desire for a more
sustainable future. However, due to a not entirely correct perception of the
amount of recycled waste, 76% of the surveyed US citizens consider it
extremely important that manufacturers increase the amount of materials
capable of rapid processing for the production of clothing and other goods.
Many also require that valuable materials removed from recycled electronics
be reused in manufacturing. Consumers even show their commitment to
recycling not only with words, but also with money: for example, almost
2 in 3 (66%) are willing to pay more for clothes made of recycled polyester,
including 40% who would pay USD 20 and more (Safaya, 2023, May 15).

Such trends contribute to the preservation of the environment, and also
indicate commitment to the ideas of healthy consumption. By recycling raw
materials, retail owners contribute to a more sustainable future by meeting
consumer demand for environmentally friendly and socially responsible
products and practices.

Personal brand and business reputation in the world of modern
commerce has a significant place in building a successful business. Custo-
mers recognize the value of interaction: 53% of consumers believe that the
interaction a company offers is as important as the products or services it
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provides. Brand presence cannot measure customer interactions after the fact,
but instead can measure customer demand from order to delivery and
optimize it to drive customer growth, retention and loyalty. Modern interact-
tion with customers requires the distribution of channels, the creation of a
coherent and recognizable experience that will allow consumers to smoothly
vary between the digital and physical spheres. Thanks to brands, you can
follow new requirements and trends and perceive them, better prepare the
creation of effective strategies (Haan & Bottorff, 2023, September 21).

With the growing diversity of consumer requests, social and cultural
trends, retail will increasingly be driven by demand. In 2024 we continue to
see products specifically designed and targeted at previously underrep-
resented consumer groups, including ethnic minorities, the elderly, and
people with disabilities. For example, Kimeze sells high-end eyewear speci-
fically designed for people of Afro-Caribbean descent, filling a gap in the
market (Deloitte, n. d.).

Another important retail trend is the use of artificial intelligence (Al),
which can help optimize the process of information collection and analysis.
A large number of well-known companies use Al to generate personalized
recommendations for customers. Also, this technology is used for consulting
customers, since Al copes well with typical customer requests, thereby allo-
wing to save on the number of personnel. Al is still a new application in the
retail industry, but it is rapidly spreading among market participants and
gaining new results (Shirer, 2023, March 7).

The changing and short-term conditions of the business environment
require management flexibility, constant improvement of approaches and the
search for new strategies. The number of participants in the retail market is
increasing, which leads to an increase in the level of competition, so com-
panies focus on the needs and preferences of consumers and change their
strategy according to customer requests. Thanks to this, there is commu-
nication between the consumer and the business, which enables the latter to
develop by attracting a larger share of the market.

3. Retail development forecasts

According to Retail Global Market Report 2024 — Market Size, Trends,
And Global Forecast 20242033, prepared by The Business Research Com-
pany, the global retail market increased from USD 26 178.76 billion in 2022 to
USD 28 344.51 billion in 2023 with a compound annual growth rate (CAGR)
of 8.3%. Despite the challenges associated with the military and political si-
tuation in the world, the retail market is expected to grow to USD 37 665.83 bil-
lion in 2027 with a CAGR of 7.4% (Report Linker, n. d.).

Other studies also indicate the positive dynamics of the development
of retail trade in the world, the same applies to Ukraine. The leading research
and consulting company in the field of information technologies Gartner
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predicts 10 strategic technological trends that will initiate changes in the next
three years around the world:

. Al Trust

. Risk and Security Management (Al TRiSM)

. Continuous Threat Exposure Management (CTEM)

. Sustainable Technology

. Platform Engineering

. AlI-Augmented Development

. Industry Cloud Platforms

. Intelligent Applications

For the most part, the trends indicated by Gartner are directly or
indirectly related to artificial intelligence, which is increasingly and
extensively used in retail — from marketing to IT infrastructure. According to
Gartner, by 2026, 80% of companies will use Al in their production and
commercial activities. However, Al models and applications are not
inherently reliable and secure due to the fact that the technology is in
development. Therefore, companies should take care of the security of their
data by using the appropriate tools.

Major players in the market are recommended to pay attention to
SOAR systems (Security Orchestration Automation and Response), the use
of which is a comprehensive solution to ensure the automation of cyber-
attack prevention and rapid response to them. The advantages of such
systems are the ability to integrate them into the existing IT infrastructure of
information protection means, which greatly simplifies work with them
(Osiik, 2024, July 19).

Conclusions

The key strategic challenges for modern retailers are: climate change,
shortage of personnel, pressure on logistics chains and martial law in
Ukraine. The results of the analysis of their impact on the work of retail
enterprises can help in the formation of an actual business strategy.

The confirmation of the hypothesis that modern trends should meet
the challenges of retail, compensate for losses thanks to new approaches
and solutions, are considered in the article the trends of digitization and
optimization of business processes in the retail market, aimed at creating
a comfortable environment that can meet the needs of the modern consumer.
Such trends are able to help reduce the need for manpower, which is currently
lacking in Ukraine and the world, as they automate routine processes. There-
fore, using modern digital technologies, enterprises can reduce the number
of employees and focus on other aspects of work. Digital technologies also
simplify the construction of logistics routes, thereby reducing losses for
trading enterprises.
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The nearest forecasts revealed the introduction of artificial intelli-
gence and other digital technologies in the work of retail, the expansion of
the influence of companies in the virtual environment, and the personali-
zation of products for certain categories of the population. However, simul-
taneously with the spread of the latest technologies, protection systems
against intruders and fraudsters must be developed because of still under-
developed Al technologies, which is a drawback of the proposed hypothesis.
Thus, flexibility, adaptability and technology should be the main features
of the retail of the future; this is the only way to keep up with changes in the
business environment and build a competitive strategic model.

The results of the research can serve as a basis for further study of the
retail sector, used in practical activities by representatives of the retail trade
market to adjust their development strategies.

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MARKETING DIGITAL TOOLS
IN THE PROMOTION
OF PHARMACEUTICAL BRANDS

Advances in technology have created new
digital tools for brand promotion. The use of digital
technologies in the pharmaceutical marketing is a
necessity. At the same time, it is necessary to focus
on personalized digital content and interactive
platforms. Brand management of pharmaceutical
products is aimed at both consumers and healthcare
professionals — doctors and pharmacists who recom-
mend medicines. That is why it is very important to
monitor the needs of healthcare professionals and
analyze their commitment to certain digital channels
and the information provided to them when you
choose promotional strategies and digital tools. The
purpose of the study was to analyze whether the
using of digital tools to promote brands affected on
the sale of these brands in the pharmaceutical
market and to determine the main promotional
strategies in the brand management to increase
efficiency of pharmaceutical companies. It was
hypothesized that there is a correlation between the
sales of pharmaceuticals brands and the promo-
tional activities of pharmaceutical companies to
promote these brands. Using such methods as
generalization, analysis and synthesis, comparison,
tabular and graphic representation, based on the
data of the analytical system of Proxima Research,
it was highlighted the information about the
promotion channels chosen by pharmaceutical
companies and about the channels preferred by
specialists of the health care system. Also, it was
analyzed the statistics of the digital tools use in the
promotion of brands and the dynamics of sales on
the example of over-the-counter (OTC) and pres-
cription (Rx) medicines groups. As a result, it was
established that pharmaceutical companies in
Ukraine prefer omnichannel for brand promotion.
Digital tools for the promotion of medicines have
played an important role. The analysis confirmed
that the active use of digital channels for the
promotion of both non-prescription and prescription
medicines contributed to the growth of sales of these
brands. It has been proven that there is a direct
correlation between promotional activities and
sales. The more channels are involved in brand
promoting, the more significant positive dynamics
are noted in the brand sales.

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The concept of entrepreneurial orientation (EQO)
has been widely discussed through previous studies
in entrepreneurship, so it can be considered as one of
the main topics in this field, and the most commonly
used measure of entrepreneurial behaviour. The main
objectives of the study were to determine the effect of
entrepreneurial orientation on small and medium
sized enterprises and also to examine the effect of
innovative performance on EO. The study population
refers to selected SMEs that were registered with the
Small and Medium Enterprises Development Agency
of Nigeria (SMEDAN) in Ogun State, Nigeria. The
primary data was generated through the field survey
using structured questionnaire as a major research
instrument. Taro Yamani scientific formula was adopted
to determine the sample size. Correlation statistical
analytical, Pearson Product Moment correlation
Coefficient method and content validity method was
applied. The study used Analysis of variance (ANOVA),
correlation efficiency, and regression analysis for
this study. The research found that there is a significant
effect of entrepreneurial orientation on small and medium
sized enterprises performance in Nigeria. Moreover,
the results of the study indicated that EO affects
innovative performance. The study recommends that
small and medium sized enterprises should embrace the
entrepreneurial orientation dimensions of autonomy, pro-

Introduction

The significant impact of small-medium enterprises (SMEs) on a
developing economy is increasingly recognized (Alayo et al., 2019). They
have often been acknowledged as productive and efficient job creators, large-
scale seed companies and national economic engines (Short et al., 2018;
An & Kang, 2016). In the world’s economy, professionals, politicians and
scholars have been increasingly concerned with the study of entrepreneurship
and SMEs (Adenuga, 2015). Entrepreneurship has been recognized widely
in developing countries as an influential instrument for poverty reduction and
an enhancer of economic growth (Alexe, C. G. & Alexe, C. M., 2018). All
countries in general and developing countries in particular, seek to enhance
and develop the entrepreneurial business to support the economic improvement
and stability (Ajayi, 2016). Entrepreneurship is currently the primary cause
of development, and is considered the driving force behind financial and
social growth in most advanced and developing countries.

Studies show that entrepreneurs play key roles particularly in the
creation of small and medium enterprises, leading to higher employment
(Adisa et al., 2016). Because of its great ability to create new jobs, entrepreneur-
ship is an essential factor for economic growth (Gal, 2018). Moreover,
entrepreneurs play a very prominent role in employing the rural population,
provide self-employment to those who start their own business and enhance
the economic environment of the different sectors (Gao, 2017). The SME
sector in Nigeria begins the growth curve, and this sector needs a high level
of governmental assistance. Nigeria SME contribution to GDP is small but
helps the country to reduce the volume of unemployment (Cherchem, 2017).

According to Aminu&Sherif (2014) there were about 132 735 SMEs
in 2013, most of them in the Lagos area. Kowo et al. (2018) reported that
70% of SMEs are micro-enterprises, 25% of which were small and 5% were
medium-sized in 2013. Ayeni-Agbaje & Osho (2015) highlighted how the
Nigeria government took extraordinary actions to enhance its SMEs and the
economy of its entire country in 2015. Nearly 90% of private industry is
based on SMEs and it offers many job opportunities for young people,
resulting in a significant fall in national unemployment over the last two years
(Al Bulushi & Bagum, 2017).

Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) play a pivotal role in the
economic growth and development of emerging, developing and developed
economies of the world. The development of the small and medium scale
Enterprises sector is one approach that will help the government to attain the
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objective of promoting entrepreneurship as a vehicle for driving rapid
industrialization, solving the problem of unemployment and overall economic
growth. The contribution of the SMEs sector to the Nigerian economy shows
that it is a strategic engine for economic growth and development. Small
businesses play a key role in creating jobs, contributing to tax, export and
import revenues, facilitating the distribution of goods, as well as contributing
to human resource development.

SMEs are the cradle of innovations (INNs) and entrepreneurship
(Genc, 2017). In addition, SMEs are very important in the fight against
poverty. They also employ poor and low-income workers and are sometimes
the only source of employment in the rural area; their contribution cannot be
overlooked (Al-Dhaafri et al., 2016). The major obstacles threatening the
performance of small and medium sized Enterprises in Nigeria are obsolete
technology, multiple taxations, access to the market, poor support (business
development services), and inconsistency in government policies, poor
infrastructure and access to finance (SMEDAN, 2013).

The dimensions of EM include strategic orientation, commitment to
opportunity and resources, control of resources, management structure, reward
philosophy, growth orientation and entrepreneurial culture (Kowo & Adenuga,
2019). The relationship between entrepreneurship orientation (EO) and firm
performance has become the main subject of interest in past literatures which
are concerned with the positive implications that entrepreneurial processes
have on firm growth and performance (Gu & Qian, 2019).

In developing countries like Nigeria, most of the researches on
entrepreneurship are based on small firms or individual entrepreneurships
(Akinbola et al., 2015; Gloss et al., 2017). Consequently, the role of EO has
not been fully exploited, and there is limited research dedicated to the field
of business enterprises regarding the development of enthusiasm of EO
among SMEs in developing economies like Nigeria. Therefore, the study
seeks to investigate the effect of entrepreneurial orientation on the performance
of selected small and medium sized enterprises in Nigeria.

The study population refers to selected SMEs that were registered with
the Small and Medium Enterprises Development Agency of Nigeria (SMEDAN)
in Ogun State, Nigeria. The primary data was generated through the field
survey using structured questionnaire as a major research instrument. Taro
Yamani scientific formula was adopted to determine the sample size.
Correlation statistical, analytical, Pearson Product Moment correlation
Coefficient method and content validity method was applied. The study used
Analysis of variance (ANOVA), correlation efficiency, and regression
analysis for this study.

Research Methodology, Data Analysis and Findings

Data for this study came from the primary and secondary data.
The primary data was generated through the field survey using structured
questionnaire as a major research instrument. The secondary data on the other
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hand were obtained from relevant literatures ranging from textbooks, journals,
articles, periodicals, seminar paper dissertation. As a result of the inability of
the researcher to effectively study the surveyed enterprises as a whole, a
representative number was chosen as the total sample size. One hundred (100)
selected staff of small and medium enterprises was used as the sample size.

Correlation as a statistical technique is used in testing of hypothesis so
as to predict what the relationship between two variables should be. It is used
in drawing and reaching conclusion by collecting the observed values from
the questionnaire administered to respondents, testing the degree of freedom
and making decision in determining the critical value of the hypothesis.

Since the p-value= 0.000 is less than the level of significance (0.05),
we reject the null hypothesis and conclude that there is a significant effect of
entrepreneurial orientation on small scale business performance in Nigeria.

1. SMEs Problems in Nigeria

SMEs in Nigeria face enormous pressures as the nation integrates
more into the world economy. Influences, impacting as both external and
internal factors, can be found in the business environment, such as
globalization, technological innovation and demographic and social change,
as well as the level of technology deployed, innovative ability, financial
support and entrepreneurship.

Several studies have researched on SMEs and Entrepreneurial
performance (Akinbola et al., 2015; An & Kang, 2016; Kellermanns et al.,
2016; Genc, 2017; Gu&Qian, 2019; Alayo et al.,2019; Adenuga, 2015;
Kohtamiki et al., 2019; Gal, 2018; Ajayi, 2016; Alexe C. G. & Alexe C. M.,
2018; Short et al., 2018; Ayeni & Osho, 2015; Aminu & Sherif, 2014;
Adisa et al., 2016; Gal, 2018; Basson & Erdiaw-Kwasie, 2019; Deepa Babu &
Manalel, 2016). In Nigeria entrepreneurial ventures have a low survival rate
as entrepreneurs start businesses but are unable to turn them into sustainable
businesses. Also, most new SMEs in Nigeria do not move from the first stage
of existence to other stages such as survival success, take off and resource
maturity (Adams et al., 2018).

All over the world as well as in Nigeria in particular, several characteris-
tics, factors and problems stated above have been identified to be key
determinants of lack of SMEs performance and macroeconomic consequences
of such problems include poverty, unemployment, increase in inflation and
other macroeconomic challenges and low performance (Adewale et al., 2013),
therefore, it is necessary to establish an understanding of key entrepreneurial
orientation and business practices that can help in the understanding and
promotion of SMEs for better performance. Many reviews and assessments
of the entrepreneurship research field have concluded that the development
of a cumulative body of knowledge has been limited and slow because there
1s lack of agreement on many key issues regarding what constitutes entrepre-
neurship (Bendig et al., 2018).

Researchers cannot rely on each other’s results (Martin & Javalgi, 2016;
Amirhani & Reza, 2015), and because measurements of key variables are
typically weak. This study seeks to answer the following research questions:
To what extent does entrepreneurial orientation affect SMEs performance in
Ogun State, Nigeria? How does entrepreneurial orientation affect Innovative
Performance of SMEs in Ogun State Nigeria?
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2. The Concept of Entrepreneurial Orientation

In recent years, academic and business interests have continued to
focus on entrepreneurship orientation (Bendig et al., 2018), internationaliza-
tion and competitive strategies (Gu & Qian, 2019). Kellermanns et al., (2016)
and Short et al., (2018) added that entrepreneurial orientation (EO) as
a differentiating firm factor in the entrepreneurship literature has been
consolidated. EO has become a key concept in entrepreneurship, which has
received considerable theoretical and empirical attention (Short et al., 2018;
Kohtamiki et al., 2019). Entrepreneurs have an entrepreneurial orientation (EO)
that indicates the procedures, structures, and behavior of the firm to take
advantage of opportunities.

Sustainable entrepreneurs are described by previous literature as
agents of change with the ability to disrupt an unsustainable system of
industries and engage in complex entrepreneurial and sustainability trade-
off decisions (Gao, 2017). Short et al. (2018) argued that entrepreneurial
orientation is reflected in the execution processes of organizations and
organizational culture. It is a vital element for achieving higher performance
through differentiation, developing better alternatives before competitors,
supporting adaptation to environmental changes and market trends,
weakening competitors’ competitiveness and responding to future actions
rapidly (Adenuga, 2015).

The cornerstone of entrepreneurship is EO and it is one of the
significant predictors of firm performance (Cherchem, 2017). Kohtamaki et
al., (2019) reported that the concept of EO has been widely discussed through
previous studies in entrepreneurship, so it can be considered as one of the
main topics in this field, and the most commonly used measure of
entrepreneurial behavior or inclination in strategies and entrepreneurship
studies. The knowledge of EO has been further extended and has greatly
benefited from two important constructs. This construct basically recognizes
that EO has a basic and one-dimensional strategic orientation that is self-
evident in the simultaneous existence of three elements, innovativeness and
proactiveness behaviors as well as risk-taking which is considered an
attitudinal propensity.

In particular, innovativeness and ingenuity ascribe to the notion of
enhancement of creative procedures that could in fact lead to the creation of
new products, services or technologies (Gu & Qian, 2019; Short et al., 2018).
Proactiveness indicates a desire to pursue self-motivated willingness to
enhance current situation and create an environment conducive for growth as
well as incubation for germinating of new opportunities, while risk-taking
refers to the courage and ability to channelize investments and efforts in
uncertain domains in order to capitalize on exponential return possibilities in
terms of gains (Amirkhani & Reza, 2015).
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In addition, EO is an organizational concept that demonstrates the
managerial ability through which companies execute proactive and aggressive
initiatives to achieve competitive advantage. Other researchers emphasized
an expanded definition of the EO (Ayeni & Osho, 2015). Similarly, EO
becomes an outstanding feature for high performing organizations
(Basson & Erdiaw-Kwasie, 2019). Gal (2018) also stated that entrepreneurial
orientation represents the management’s orientation toward seeking new
opportunities for firm growth. Hence, entrepreneurial orientated firms are
more ready to achieve growth via exploratory strategic actions (e.g., develo-
ping new product) rather than exploitative activities (e.g., advertising)
(Short et al., 2018).

Also, Kohtamaki et al. (2019) demonstrated that entrepreneurial
orientation helps to achieve sustainable performance. Innovative behaviors
as a dimension of EO are critical to the survival of the organization and
organizations can use proactive behaviors to increase their competitive
position with respect to other organizations. In terms of risk-taking,
entrepreneurial organization that shows moderate levels of risk will outweigh
those who offer very high or very low-risk levels (Genc, 2017).

3. Five Dimensions of Entrepreneurial Orientation

Innovativeness: Innovativeness is the number one characteristic of an
entrepreneurial organization (Aminu & Sheriff, 2014). It is an act that sees
creative ideas through, resulting in new products or processes. Schumpeter
refers to innovation as the process of creatively destructing an "old order" in
order to create a "new order" as a result of new combinations (An & Kang,
2016). Innovative organizations see things the way others see them but do
things differently. It is the ability to translate creative ideas into something
concrete, unique, or novel. Innovation could be product-market innovation
or technological innovation. Innovation could also be making strategic
renewals or improvements to existing products, processes, or systems
(Adenuga, 2015). According to Schumpeter, innovative acts result in new
products, markets, processes, sources of raw materials, and organizations
(Ayeni & Osho, 2015).

Risk-taking: 1t is the willingness and readiness to commit resources
(own or borrowed) to pursue identified market opportunities that have a
reasonable possibility of losses. Risk-taking, as an important feature of
entrepreneurship, is not about taking extreme or uncontrollable risks, but it
is about taking moderate and calculated risks. Risk-taking and innovativeness
are related. This is because innovation involves risk-taking and the higher an
organization innovates, the more risks it takes (Ajayi, 2016).

Pro-activeness: It is concerned with the ability of an organization to
identify or anticipate market opportunities and marshal out resources to
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exploit identified opportunities before other competitors notice the presence
of such opportunities. It is about being the first or among the first
organizations to spot the presence of market opportunities and exploit them.
A proactive organization has the ability to see opportunities where others see
none. An organization can be proactive by anticipating potential market
needs and taking actions, in the form of delivering quality products, to meet
the market needs. According to Adams, Matins and Brown (2018), proactive
firms act on rather than react to their environments.

Autonomy: It is about giving a free hand to employees to explore and
exploit identified market opportunities. Since creative and innovative ideas
emanate from the people (the employees) (Ajayi, 2016), therefore they
should be allowed to experiment their creative and innovative ideas and bring
them to fruition without being obstructed by the bureaucracies of the
organization.

Competitive aggressiveness: It refers to different tactics or strategies
that an organization uses to compete and outsmart competitors in the market-
place (Cherchem, 2017). It entails massive deployment of resources and
vigorously pursuing market opportunities with a view to outshining rivals.

4. The Concept of Innovative Performance

Today’s business environment is unpredictable and volatile, and
companies have to modify and adapt constantly to survive. New ideas,
strategies, processes, new markets, products and services contribute to
innovation to cope up with volatility (Kowo & Adenuga, 2019). Innovation
is an essential tool for developing strategies; it can enable companies to
distinguish their products, increase efficiency, permeate new markets and
increase market share to demonstrate their competitiveness (Genc, 2017).

Short et al. (2018) asserted that companies have always been required
to enhance innovations to ensure they keep a competitive advantage. Within
the competitive business environment, organizations have begun to develop
innovative performance to achieve greater success and remain in competitive
markets (Alayo et al., 2019). Likewise, innovation is one of the main
characteristics of entrepreneurial behavior that has been strongly connected
to small and medium enterprises (Martin & Javalgi, 2016). Based on this
idea, SMEs are increasingly moving towards innovation to develop, enhance
and maintain their competitiveness (Akinbola et al., 2015).

Innovation remains a broad concept conceived in different ways. For
this reason, attempts to define the concept have led to widely divergent
definitions and perceptions (Gao, 2017). Genc (2017) mentioned that innovation
is designing, creating, developing or implementing new products, services,
systems, organizational structures, new models or business models to generate
new value for customers and financial revenues for the company. According
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to Ayeni-Agbaje & Osho (2015) innovation is described as the applying of
new ideas or behavior in the organization’s products, services, systems,
policies and programs to adjust to the environment and to enhance efficiency
and competitiveness.

Moreover, innovation refers to the reduplicating process involved in
developing and marketing products and services as a response to new
opportunities, and coincides with ambitious commercial success
(Aminu & Sherif, 2014). Kellemanns et al. (2016). Knowledge is an
essential tool for innovative performance. Gu & Qian (2019) indicated that
innovative performance must be clearly defined to increase our
understanding of some technical issues relevant to the influences of
organizational learning capacity.

Innovative performance refers to the development of products,
processes, and procedures that increase the relevance, utility and performance
of products and services by using new ideas and creativity (Gu & Qian,
2019). In a like manner, innovative performance is a collection of overall
organizational accomplishments as a result of the renovation and
development efforts that have been undertaken, taking into account different
aspects of innovation in the organization — for example, procedures, products,
marketing, organizational structure, etc. Innovative performance is the
construction of a composite based on different performance indicators, such
as new patents, new products, new projects, new practices, and new
organizational procedures (Gloss et al., 2017).

5. Overview of Small and Medium Sized Enterprises

The basic principles for classifying SMEs are based on the strength of
the workforce, capital asset, and turnover. In an advanced economy such as
the USA, SME:s are defined as "any business with fewer than 500 employees"
(Al-Harti, 2017). UK classifies SMEs into three categories as micro having
less than ten employees, small from 10 to 49, and medium from 50 to 250
employees (Cherchem, 2017). Likewise, in Nigeria, SMEs are described as a
business entity with a workforce of 11-49 and total cost from 5 million to 50
million Nigeria Naira working capital but excluding the cost of land for a
small-sized enterprise.

While medium scale businesses are classified as a business venture
with a total cost from 50 million but not exceeding 200 million Nigerian
Naira, including working capital but excluding the cost of land and workforce
from 50 to 199 (Ajayi, 2016). SMEDAN (2013) reported that SMEs in
Nigeria account for 97% of the total business formations in the country and
contribute 87.9% of the labor force in addition to 48% of industrial output in
terms of value added. However, SMEs contribution to the GDP is not stable
for some years in Nigeria (SMEDAN, 2013). For example, SMEs contributed
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37% to the GDP in 2009, and the figure was improved in 2010 by 26%
making a total contribution of 46.5% to the GDP (SMEDAN, 2013).

SME:s play a vital role in the informal sector of the Nigeria economy.
The performance and survival of SMEs depend on the favorable policy that
can drive and develop the industry in Nigeria (Bendig et al., 2018).
Aminu & Sherif (2014) suggests that the link between SMEs performance
and economic growth remains intricate and that entrepreneurial ability is
considered as a necessary component of a country’s capability to support
economic development through SME:s.

The government has always observed the importance of SMEs
through various strategic policies (Gal, 2018). Similarly, to make SMEs
survive and grow in the challenging environment, the Nigerian government
has provided incentives that would stimulate the performance of SMEs in the
system through the use of fiscal policy measures (Genc, 2017).

6. Small and Medium Scale Enterprises (SMEs) Performance

Understanding the factors that lead some enterprises to be more
competitive than their competitors and thus making a bigger profit than their
competitors is a matter of interest not only for academics but also for
managers (Gao, 2017). Alexe C. G. & Alexe C. M. (2018) and An & Kang
(2016) argued that it is important for management to use external sources of
information to adapt and respond to more complex and rapid changes in a
dynamic business environment and use these sources to continue and survive
in the work environment. Ajayi (2016) pointed out that the need to acquire
and manage knowledge is emphasized to increase the overall performance
and achieve competitive advantage.

Various researchers have been attracted to exploring enterprise
broadly, as its action contributes to macroeconomic results, as well as to
SMEs performance. Performance change is the essential objective of
entrepreneurial firms, as it exhibits the level of accomplishment of their
business operations. Different firm performance estimations have been
connected in earlier business research. In any case, the lion’s share of these
examinations did not give any support to the choice of measures utilized
(Kellemanns et al., 2016).

While exact estimation is urgent to seeing the SMEs performance,
there has been no agreement among business enterprise researchers on the
task of a suitable arrangement of estimations (Gal, 2018). Kowo & Adenuga
(2019) added a definition for measuring SMEs performance which combined
financial and non-financial measures to evaluate it. Adams, Martin and Boom
(2018) gave a characterization plot that clarifies the area of business
performance. They claimed that business performance is a subset of the
general idea of hierarchical viability, and that thorough business performance
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covers monetary performance as well as operational performance
(Kohtamaikiet et al., 2019; Akinbola et al., 2015).

The last incorporates indicators identified with mechanical productivity,
such as product quality and advertising adequacy. Previous studies have
shown that there is no consensus on how to measure a company’s
performance (Alayo et al., 2019). The concept of performance has been
captured in numerous areas of research as a measure for the success of any
business venture overtime. Usually, performance is viewed from different
perspective based on context with diverse indicators (Gao, 2017). From
firms’ perspectives, performance explains the value deliver to customers and
shareholders (Gloss et al., 2017).

7. Theoretical Review

Schumpeter’s Theory of Innovation has a significant effect on
research in EO and performance of SMEs. As vigorously propounded by
Schumpeter (1911), entrepreneurship and economic growth are positively
related. As comprehensively documented by Schumpeter (1911) entrepreneur-
ship is about innovation as new combinations of inputs of production are
introduced by the entrepreneur resulting in increased economic growth.
The increased economic growth was brought about by their skills and their
ability to innovate. Schumpeter’s notion of entrepreneurship is grounded in
the exploitation of profit opportunities. Furthermore, it stresses the crucial
role of entrepreneurship in the economic process as it indicated that the
economy will move from an economically and/or technologically inefficient
point towards more economically and/or technologically efficient production
point once the entrepreneur discovers previously unexploited profit
opportunities (Ibru, 2007).

The production possibility frontier will be shifted outwards by the
entrepreneurial process once the improved technology is discovered resulting
in increased productivity and economic growth. When considering
entrepreneurship and economic development, Schumpeter sees the entrepreneur
as an innovator. In addition, he views an entrepreneur as a leader that channels
the factors of production into previously unexploited areas and other producers
follow him into these new areas. As stated by Schumpter (1961), innovation
involves opening a new market, new sources of raw materials or new forms
of industry organization, the introduction of a new good(s), and the introduction
of new production or technical method(s).

In his view, entrepreneurship is innovative as it involves the ability to
break away from routine, overhaul existing structures, and move the system
away from the event, circular flow of equilibrium (Ibru, 2007; Adams et al.,
2018). Dejardin (2000) stated that the Schumpeterian entrepreneur, through
his innovative activity, seeks to create new profit opportunities, which can
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result from productivity increases, thereby impacting positively on business
performance.

8. Related Empirical Review

Short et al., (2018) examined the effect of EO on firm performance in
Malang and the results confirmed that that EO has a very strong relationship
with organizational performance. Corroborating the above, Kowo & Adenuga
(2019) revealed positive influence of entrepreneurial characteristics and
orientation on the performance of the business. Other researchers that have
reported positive relationships include (Gal, 2018; Alayo et al., 2019; Aminu
& Sherif, 2014; Genc, 2017; Short et al., 2018). However, there are also
studies that contradict this statement, which stated that some EO dimension
had negative impact or no impact at all on performance (Alexe, C. G., &
Alexe, C. M., 2018).

The study of Adisa et al. (2016) empirically assessed the relationship
between entrepreneurial orientation, networking capability, institutional
environment factors and export performance of 235 Nigerian agricultural
firms. The result affirms that there is a strong positive relationship between
entrepreneurial  orientation, networking  capabilities, institutional
environment factors and the export performance of agricultural sector SMEs
in Nigeria, and the results suggested that the ability of agricultural SMEs to
be proactive, innovative, take risks, manages its networking capabilities and
institutional environment factors; all having a direct impact on the export
performance of Nigerian Agricultural SME’s.

Conclusions

Findings from the study revealed the following.

« Small business manager’s innovative abilities, attention to create
entrepreneurial climate and confront with external competitiveness helps to
improve business performance.

« Pro-activeness is of particular importance to export and employment
oriented SMEs in the developing world.

« There is a significant relationship between entrepreneurial orientation
and small-scale business performance in Nigeria.

« Lack of pro-activeness reduced the chances of SMEs to be successful.

« To improve the degree of entrepreneurial orientation, SMEs need
to develop their skills and capabilities, as well as internal and external
networks and initiate new business opportunities from their external
environment.

Based on the results of the analysis of the survey data of the sample of
respondents (Tables 1-3), we calculated the correlation (7Table 4).

The correlation coefficient R= 0.853 indicates a strong positive
relationship. We therefore conclude that there is a significant relationship
between entrepreneurial orientation and Innovative Performance in Nigeria.

Ttherefore the study concluded that there was a positive significant
effect of entrepreneurial orientation on SMEs performance. The implication
of the result is that the creation of innovative solutions or new product lines
and services, as well as their competitive aggressiveness advancement, are
not regarded as an important factor for performance, while the level of
autonomy of employees and pro-activeness of entrepreneurs can be assumed
to be higher, also implementation of new strategies, plans or investments in
new business segments have a positive relationship to a firm’s performance,
and enterprises is to encourage employees to take risks with new ideas. This
research shows that Entrepreneurial orientation is an important tool in creating
and developing SMEs performance. EO capabilities are essential for company
innovation because EO is linked with a methodology of experimenting with
new activities, a desire to take advantage of new products, new markets, and
new options and a company’s propensity for risky enterprises.

It is therefore, recommended that small and medium sized enterprises
should embrace the entrepreneurial orientation dimensions of autonomy, pro-
activeness, risk taking, competitive aggressiveness and innovativeness to
increase business performance. SMEs operators should adopt autonomy by
encouraging employees to be autonomous and be free to take initiative for
the best interest of the organization and use periodic appraisal to monitor
them based on the result which will increase firm performance. Government
of Nigeria should encourage facilitation of workshops and seminars for
SMEs operators in other to help their innovativeness and competitive
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aggressiveness for better performance. Also, technology incubation centers
should be established to nurture entrepreneurship.

Future studies should investigate the interplay of the EO dimensions
further, and consider antecedents, moderators, mediators and performance
outcomes. Additionally, we recommend taking cultural, situational and
psychological factors into consideration, as these factors could explain and
verify our results.
